Pledge of Allegiance: There was no flag present at the meeting.

New Member Orientation Schedule:

Darby says there have been good turn outs on orientation.  She’s had good web site response.  We need to decide about new member first year fee.  17 new members have paid the full fee.  The $40 introductory fee was good until March 2010.
LASC Officer Reports: 

President (Howard Hall):  Howard ran the meeting.  Howard gave a certificate of appreciation to Wes Shumaker.
Vice President (Frank Pytko): Frank says the Calendar is going smoothly.  Mike G says the new calendar is great.  Check the calendar to insure the facilities are not previously reserved, for example, by LAPD.
Treasurer (Angie Chipera): We are currently liquid at around the $20K taking into account current commitments.  Angie’s new e-mail address is angie.chipera@gmail.com.

Recording Secretary (Dick Martin): Dick is checking the Clubhouse phone messages regularly.
Membership Secretary (Jung Hong): JPH is continuing to help with transition.  

At Large Officers: (Pat Laux, Mel Smithour, and Will Schmitz):  Pat and Will were not present.
Old and New Business: 
1. Indoor range update.  Steve has HVAC improvements lined up.  The consultant was involved in a recent accident on East road, but is okay.  Nine loads of crushed concrete were delivered.  Chris Luster will spread the concrete material when possible to fill the low spots.  The Pistol Section (Jim L) will extend the rear berm at back of the bulls eye range sometime in Spring.  There will be two walkways on the sides instead of one down the middle.

Glen McDuff (new member attending this meeting) has a Bobcat earth mover and volunteered to help when needed.

2. Annual member meeting and banquet planning.  Howard will send out a reminder.  Will Schmitz and Pat Laux will not run this year for At-Large Board positions.  Darby and Jim will likely help with membership.  Mike Grimler agreed to be the annual meeting Chairman.  HH will provide the projector.  February 4, 2010 is the date.  As before the location will be the Baptist Church on Diamond Drive about 3/4 mile north of the LA High School.  Bob’s Bodacious BBQ most likely will do the catering.  Certificates of appreciation again will be awarded.  The times are 5:30 set-up, and 6 to 8 pm meeting.  Clean-up will begin at 8 pm.  Volunteer hours will be credited for set-up and clean-up.

3. Range use fee.  Two levels or tiers of Club fees for instruction have been proposed.  CCW instructors will constitute a new (lower fee) level.  The previously (see December 2009 minutes) $100 charges per day would be in upper tier.  The new lower Club fee second-level category will be $5 per student per day.  This was approved.
4. New member fee.  Jung reviewed previous discussions on this topic.  Originally, the pro-rated fee was a hassle to keep track of.  He still recommends a fixed fee throughout the year for new members.  This year the fee temporarily was set at $40 for a single individual or family.
A motion was made to change the first year fee for new members to ½ the price of a full membership, this year $132 (the $72 member fee plus the $60 work credit fee).  The motion was approved.  Thus, starting April 1, 2010 the new member fee will be $66.

Section Chair Reports: (Reminder) As always, the Club expects Section Heads to maintain a list of things to be done to support their section during spring and fall work/cleanup days.  These lists should be e-mailed as appropriate to Howard and Marv. 

Pistol (Jim Lujan): Not present.
Rifle (Mell Smithour): Mel said there’s a lot of snow!  No news on the Land Transfer.  Mel will look into the license with DOE and will start the ground work.
Shotgun (Ed Bush): Ed Bush said some of the combination locks have been freezing up this winter.  Ed provided a 2009 financial summary handout.  For the past year the annual income was over $16K.  1218 cases of targets were used up!  Shooters should remember to sign in, load traps, pick up spent shells, flatten the cardboard boxes, put the boxes in the recycle dumpster across the road, and dump the trash cans as necessary.
Training (Mike Grimler): Mike said that there will be at least one CCW class, plus onerefresher on the Second Sunday each month.  Mike will start handgun clinics, free for members.  Intermediate to advanced CCW handgun techniques.  The CCW instructors have agreed to not compete on fees.

Archery and House and Grounds (Dale Melton): Dale said the bales at the archery range are frozen.  He ordered more propane good for about 6 weeks.  We have a contract for this.  Cost has been a high of $4 per gallon.  Last delivery was $2.10 per gallon.  The wall has produced a 2/3 savings on propane.  Dale will replace the three current hard to read locks on Saturday.  But, he will also order more locks.  Please do not use WD-40 lubricant on the locks.  It messes up the plastic and gums up the internals.  Also, please do not leave the lock combinations on the locks.  (Reset them to 0000 or something like this.)
