Officer’s Reports: 


President (Ken Laintz):  Ken said that the Cub Scouts wish to use the LASC Pavilion again and have our permission.  The Cubs intend to donate two picnic tables to our Club.  He also gave an update on Friends of the NRA (FNRA) business and stated that an ad hoc bulk mailing will announce and remind members about the 2009 FNRA Banquet scheduled for Saturday, August 8, 2009 at 6 pm at the Eagles Lodge, 833 Early Street, Santa Fe.

Vice President (Howard Hall):  LAPD is having their Range Instructor Officers schedule the Range Days.

Treasurer (Angie Chipera):  There have been about 100 renewals as of this meeting.

Recording Secretary (Dick Martin):  No problems or issues.  But, Dick needs to obtain the code to get into voice mail on the clubhouse phone.
Membership Secretary (Jung Hong): There was a mid-February mailing of membership renewal information.  Last year’s members who had not renewed were also included in the mailing.  Josephine has updated the New Member section of the LASC web site.  The pro-rata new (only) member fee chart will be checked and adjusted for any inconsistencies.  The $60 work-credit portion of our annual fee is not pro-rated.
At Large (Pat Laux, Mell Smithour, and Will Schmitz):  See Gun Show below.
Old and New Business:  

Spring Clean-Up 2009:  This will occur on the last Saturday of April as usual.  This year the date is April 25.  Section Chairmen are asked to supply task lists to the President.  Ken has volunteered to lead work on cleaning lead out of the bullet traps in the clubhouse.

Succession Planning and By-Laws:  While LASC is assumed to be way down on DOE’s priority list of issues, our lease/license with the Department expires next year.  In addition, we need to update our by-laws and articles of incorporation from the “current” year 2000 version.  Regarding the by-laws, we may decide to strike the part about free memberships.

LASC Insurance:  We need to look at this and make sure that it is up to date.  Ken says that Farmers Insurance Company covers our assets, that is, the big items like the shotgun pavilion.
Gun Show 2009:  Will Schmitz is the chairman.  The show will take place on Saturday and Sunday, September 19-20, 2009 at the Pueblo Complex gymnasium on Diamond Drive in Los Alamos.  Dealer tables are going fast but are still available.  More information can be obtained at the LASC web site.

Will has obtained two guns to raffle at the show, a high-capacity Springfield XD 9mm pistol, and a Remington 11-87 semi-automatic 12-gage shotgun.  Both guns were on display at the banquet.  The raffle tickets will cost $10 each or three (3) for $20.  Sarah asked for pictures of the raffle guns to put on the web site.
Land Issues:  Mell stated that the so-called poor man’s range East of LASC has been fenced-off and posted by DOE for no trespassing.  There has been illegal dumping and vandalism in this area in the past.  This area is in no way associated with LASC.
No Private Storage Policy:  (Reminder) Items left open or out (not locked-up) can, and most likely will get used by shooters.  Please do not be surprised or disappointed by this Board policy.

Section Reports:
(Reminder)  As always, the Club expects Section Heads to maintain a list of things to be done to support their section during spring and fall work/cleanup days.  These lists should be e-mailed as appropriate to Howard and Marv. 


Pistol (Toran Maynard):  IDPA and Cowboy Action are going strong.  There are still some drainage issues in the pistol pits area, but Chris Luster has said he would spread some more gravel or crushed concrete if we stockpile a couple of more truckloads.

Rifle (Mell Smithour):  The rifle range is getting a lot of use for this time of year, partly thanks to good weather.

Shotgun (Ed Bush):  Steve reported that things are going great.  The new stairs to the high house on the skeet range are really cool.  See the LASC web site for shotgun range usage and schedules.

Capital Improvements (Steve McKelvey):  Steve said that an IMTEC guy will set up a controller system so that the shotgun ranges can operate independently.
