OPEN LETTER TO THE MEMBERSHIP FROM THE PRESIDENT
Dear Member who is planning on dropping out over the volunteer requirement/dues surcharge:

| am sorry to hear that you will not be continuing your membership. You should know that the
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"surcharge" was vetted in the January Bulletin and then presented in detail at the General
Membership Meeting in February. It has also been posted on the LASC web site all year. For
these reasons, it should not be a surprise to members.

The dues that each member pays have historically been set to cover the fixed costs associated
with each membership regardless of how many times that member or his/her family might use the
range. This includes items such as postage, office supplies, utilities, and insurance. As we all are
painfully aware, utility costs have soared in the past two years. Even larger than the utility cost
increases have been our increased insurance premiums. There is an extreme reluctance on the
part of insurance carriers to insure shooting facilities. The number of carriers available to us has
dropped significantly each year, which has compounded the annual increases in liability insurance
premiums because of the lack of price competition. Insurance, which is required by our current
landlord, DOE, (and which will be required by the county when they become the landlord for the
archery range) is our largest cost each year, and it is continuing to increase at a rate far exceeding
inflation. Dues have not covered the fixed costs for each member for the past two years, and
costs have been subsidized by what we charge for a round of clay targets, various match fees,
event proceeds, etc. We have been attempting to raise the dues to cover these real cost
increases so other monies that come in to the Club can be used for improvements and
maintenance. The board raised dues this past year to cover the “new” land license fee (not a new
fee, but about a factor 50 increase) that DOE charges us for our lease under our current five year
agreement. They have a begun a policy of “fair market value” for the club’s license to use the
DOE land. With the current membership roster, about $12 of each member’s annual dues are
paid to DOE.

The Club is an all volunteer organization. There is a cadre of about 20 members who have been
doing everything from working to fulfill our charter as a community service and educational
organization to picking up litter and emptying waste baskets. Some of these members have been
doing these tasks for decades. It takes much more to run the Club now than it did 20 years ago.
We all have busy lives, demanding jobs, and growing families. We can't do it all anymore, and we
have seen a steady decline in volunteerism. This is not unique to the Sportsmen's Club, and
neither is a volunteer or work fee.

Because many people are very busy and no longer have time to contribute, we decided to offer an
alternative. Members may choose to pay a fee so we can hire contractors to do the work
necessary to maintain and upgrade the facilities. Perhaps you haven't been to the range in a long
time. We now have one of the only International Trap facilities in this part of the country. We
completely rebuilt the ATA field. It meets regulation requirements and looks nice to boot. We
have done extensive grading and gravel work and will be installing pavilions between the ATA and
Bunker traps and down in the Pistol Range section as well as covering a portion of the rifle range.
As this work is completed, we will have the nicest facility between Albuguerque and Raton. Such
a facility requires a level of maintenance that “just a place to shoot” does not. In our current
environment, “just a place to shoot” is easy to close down and remove, but a community resource
is not. Thus, | hope you understand our need for increasing volunteer efforts through work credit
or a fee.

We appreciate your input. The board welcomes members wishing to voice concerns that they
may have at the Board Meetings which are held the first Thursday of every month at 6:30 pm in
the clubhouse. Inthe mean time, | hope you reconsider.

The weather has been great but for some reason shotgun activity has been slow.

It is important that we defer our shooting activities when necessary to allow the contractors
unlimited access. We want to get as much completed before the snow flies. Keep appraised of the
activities on the web site, Bulletin, and signs at the range indicating closures. Short notice can be
expected.

October income for the Skeet Section was $192, Trap Section $300 and Sporting Clays $329. We
used 82 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of October we had 823 cases of
standard targets remaining. Income for October was $9.95 per case. Profit for the Club to date is
$2358.72.

November

The November weather has caused a reduction in the shotgun activities.

Again, it is important that we defer our shooting activities when necessary to allow the contractors
unlimited access. We want to get as much completed before the snow flies. Keep appraised of the

activities on the web site, Bulletin, and signs at the range indicating closures. Short notice can be
expected.
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November income for the Skeet Section was $333, Trap Section $304 and Sporting Clays $258.
We used 82 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of November we had 741 cases of
standard targets remaining. Income for November was $10.85. per case. Profit for the Club to date
is $2647.34.

Reminder of the month: If you can shoot you can haul targets to the trap houses, dump trash and
pick up shells. This is an all volunteer club.

The cost is $2 per round for Skeet, Trap and 5-Stand, $3 per round for Bunker Trap. Guests
accompanied by current LASC badge holders pay $1 over the regular fee.

A CALL TO ARMS

For the first time in many years we will not have a pro-gun bill in the January Legislature. The five
bills that | have been pushing for are:

The Castle Bill to give people the right to defend their homes with lethal force.

Be able to eat in a restaurant, carry and not drink even though the restaurant serves liquor.
Remove the two year concealed carry qualifying requirement.

Ban the City of Albuquerque from chopping up confiscated guns.

Eliminate the concealed carry one gun rule.

The Governor has put none of these bills on his January call and the NRA is not pushing for him to
do so. One reason given is that the short 30-day session is dedicated to funding issues. A second
reason given is the huge dispute over road money, which is sorely needed for road repair and
instead, is being spent on the Road Runner train, which is expected to take up a large part of the
session. There is always the 2009 60-day session to look forward to and plan for.
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The 2008 Presidential race is looking very bad for gun our rights. Starting with front-runners Hillary
Clinton and Barack Obama, all the Democratic candidates, except Gov. Bill Richardson, are anti-
gun. Of the Republican candidates almost all appear anti-gun. Rudy Giuliani was an ardent gun
control supporter as mayor of New York. Mitt Romney advanced and signed harsh anti-gun
legislation as governor of Massachusetts. John McCain stabbed gun owners in the back by lending
his name to banning gun people from advertising about anti-gun candidates prior to an election and
pushing for restrictions on gun shows. One of the very few Republican candidates that are pro-gun
is Sen. Ron Paul who believes that the BATFE should be abolished. There is little hope that things
will change prior to the election.

The Supreme Court has agreed to hear the Parker vs. Heller suit that was filled by the District of
Columbia. The D.C. Petition is a four-part approach. First, it claims the Second Amendment is a
collective, not an individual right. Second, it claims that the Second Amendment only restricts the
federal congress, not state and local governments. Third, it claims that since the Second
Amendment refers to the “security of a free state,” that it doesn’t apply to D.C., which is not a state.
And finally, it claims that even if the Second Amendment really does refer to an individual right
which is applicable to all individual citizens and binding on all federal state, and local governments
including the District of Columbia, that banning the purchase or possession of an entire category of
firearms (handguns) should not be considered an “infringement” but rather a reasonable restriction
on a fight for the safety of the community. No wonder the Court of Appeals through out the whole
thing. By my calculations, the Supreme Court should agree with the lower court by a 5 to 4 decision.
Let's hope | am right.

A closer look at the D.C. gun band shows that it was enacted in 1976. It forbids the possession of
any rifle, shotgun or handgun unless it is registered, even in the home. The law forbids the
registration of any handgun after 1976. Furthermore, a person must obtain a handgun-carrying
license to carry a registered handgun in his home, but such licenses are never issued. Any rifle,
shotgun, or handgun in the home must be kept unloaded and must be either disassembled or
secured with a trigger lock. There is no exemption for self-defense or defense of others.

We need to contact our Washington Representatives and urge them to support Congressman Phil
Gingrey's bill, H.R. 1791, that will require BATFE to videotape test firings of guns they would like to
claim as full automatics. This would prevent gun owners from prosecution because a gun is just
malfunctioning and not a full auto.

Close Combat

Last weekend, in concert with several colleagues, | conducted a Close-Range Combatives Course
in SC. We spent a day in live-fire drills and a second day in roll-playing drills using Airsoft pistols.
Scenarios were allowed to “free-play," and students were confronted with hostage situations, car-
jackings, and numerous other contacts with VCAs (Violent Criminal Actors).

My observations confirmed what has been observed at the NTI and every other close-range,
violent-encounter drill in which I've been involved. Students invariably came to the identical

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conclusion: When confronted with imminent violence at close range, those who (1) aggressively
(but precisely) explode off the line of force, without delay, and continue to move aggressively,
rarely get shot, and unfailingly inflict lethal wounds upon astonished VCAs. Those who (2) move off
the line but then stop moving, get shot more often. Those who (3) hesitate, dither, or surrender
meekly, seldom live through it.

A precise, but explosive, counterattack, combined with unrelenting and aggressive movement
upsets VCAS' plans so completely that they rarely regain the offensive. Successful students don't
let VCA(S) breathe. They finish the fight!

There is little doubt that the longer you allow yourself to be under the control and domination of a
VCA, the more likely you'll suffer serious harm. There are surely risks involved in acting immediately
and decisively, but there are even greater risks that attach to doing nothing. When they commence
their attack, VCAs are always weakest and most vulnerable. After they gain control over you, they
will become progressively stronger as you become progressively weaker. In the end, when you're
gagged and tied up, all options will evaporate. You'll perish, wishing you had acted when you had
the chance!

"Delay in the use of force, and hesitation to accept responsibility for its employment, will always
be interpreted as weakness. Such indecision will encourage further disorder, and will eventually
necessitate measures more severe than those which would have sufficed in the first instance."

-- United States Marine Corps Small Wars Manual, (1940) page 27, paragraph (d)

Back in the days when US Marines were armed all the time, they served as escorts on trains
delivering supplies to remote outposts. These trains were often the targets of bandits looking for an
easy score. Standing orders for all Marines so deployed directed that, in the event of an armed
assault on the train, all Marines will start firing immediately! It didn’'t matter what the odds, every
Marine fired, without delay. Bandits were thus put on notice that there would never be an "easy
score." Whatever happened, whatever the ultimate outcome, bandit blood would be on the deck,
without fail, before it was all over.

Not surprisingly, armed attacks dropped off dramatically and eventually stopped altogether! A far
cry from today's universal “surrender-at-the-drop-of-a-hat" policy, eh?
