| would like to thank all of you who turned out for the Fall Clean Up on October 27". While we were
successful with some of the identified projects and made some progress on several fronts, we were
not as well organized as we should have been. The Board will strive to do better for the Spring
Clean Up. Those of you still interested in volunteer work credit can contact Marv Alme for projects.
For example, one member cleaned the restrooms once a week for six weeks for his project.

One thing that we noticed on the 27" while repairs were being made to the plate racks in the first
pistol bay was that someone has been shooting the plates with their favorite 223 rifle. Again, the
only rifles that are allowed in the pistol area besides rimfires are those that shoot pistol calibers —
for example lever rifles used in Cowboy Action (NOT 30-30, 45-70, 38-55, etc.) and pistol caliber
submachine guns — for example 9mm Uzi, Sten, etc. (NOT AR-15s/M-16s)! We also noticed that
individuals continue to shoot the 22 rimfire plate targets with centerfire and magnum rimfire calibers.
While there have been numerous signs posted that this plate rack is for 22s only, individuals find it
necessary to shoot up the signs as well. Please be considerate of other members when using Club

property.

Workers from Shaw Environmental have set up monitoring wells in the canyon north of the ranges.
They need to change out the autosamplers and collect samples from time to time. Rather than
closing the ranges for half a day each time they need to do this, they will be closing down the range
themselves for about 20 to 30 minute intervals as needed about once a month during the week.

I hope all of you have been out to the range recently to see some of the improvements that have
been made. We plan to renovate the skeet field, but we need someone to design it and get with
Pat Laux to make it happen.

Frozen Chosin/Pearl Harbor Day
John C. Garand Match

Sunday, the 2™ of December, the Los Alamos Sportsmen's Club will hold its Sixth Annual Frozen
Chosin Garand Match. And this match, on the first Sunday in December, also commemorates Pearl
Harbor Day.

Honor our nation's veterans by coming out and shooting a 60 year-old battle rifle, the infantry weapon
that carried our soldiers through the Second World War and Korea. Registration will close at 9:00
and setup will start then. A clinic for new comers will begin immediately after setup.

We will fire the 30 shot Match A format which is 5 sighters and 10 shots, prone slow fire in 15
minutes, 10 shots prone rapid fire in 70 seconds, and then 10 shots standing in ten minutes.

The fee is $15 which includes 40 rounds of 30-06 ammo. (If you bring your own ammo, the fee is $5.)
We will have ten M1's to loan, so not having a rifle is no excuse.

This match will take place regardless of the weather and of what the weatherman says. Period dress
is encouraged.

We want participation, so we are relaxing the Garand Match rules somewhat this year. While we
have several M1's to loan, any service rifle from any country will be allowed as well as match rifles.
We currently have 30-06 M2 ball ammo, 5.56 ball ammo and 7.62 ball ammo available. An open bolt
indicator is required if the rifle is going to remain on the line while we score. If you don't have a
suitable open bolt indicator (yellow flag), and the M1 indicator won't work for your rifle, you'll need to
put your rifle on the rack between relays and while targets are being scored.

If your eyes aren't what they used to be, feel free to bring a scoped M1 or Springfield or even an
AR15. Come out and shoot. If your rifle doesn't meet the Garand match rules, don't worry about it--
we'll put you in the "Other" class, and everybody will have a good time.

For you Vietnam Veterans, we have a couple of the old style M16 uppers with triangular hand
guards, and non-adjustable (for elevation) rear sights. If you want to shoot on of these rifles, contact

The week of 22 October we had a large meeting at the Lab with quite a few UK visitors from their
AWE lab at Aldermasten. | have been doing quite a little work with a group of their scientists, and
a member of that group came to the conference. | told him that | could take him and two others to
the range for a handgun orientation. When it was time to go, my friend Rob showed up with two
young ladies that were very eager to get to the range. One of them had been shooting hand guns
competitively in the UK, but as of about ten years ago, no private individual in the UK can possess
or shoot a handgun, so the only time she has fired a pistol since the laws changed was on a visit
to Florida a few years ago. She rented a 9mm semi-auto at an indoor range. That same trip to
Florida was the only time the other two had ever fired a handgun, again at that indoor range with
rented 9mm semi-autos.

So | took the three of them down to the bullseye range and started them out with cardboard
silhouettes at about ten yards after a safety briefing/sermon and a short clinic. After a few rounds
with the Smith and Wesson .38 Special revolver, the less experienced lady was ready for the .40
S&W (Browning Hi-Power) and the Kimber .45’s. After about 30 rounds each at the silhouette, we
then moved over to the steel plate rack. | explained that we had to stay back 12 yards, and the
plates were a lot smaller than the cardboard silhouettes, but that it was a lot of fun. Well, one
magazine each, and they were hooked on the plates. They were initially dropping a plate about
once every four or five rounds, but they absolutely loved it.

In my judgment, they were exhibiting good range safety practices, so | left them alone for a few
minutes and walked over to the tactical pit where Chuck Kooshian was practicing. | told Chuck
what was going on, what instruction and coaching | had provided, and that they were having a
real blast. Chuck decided he wanted to come over and see what was happening. After calling a
cease fire, | introduced Chuck to our English visitors, and they told him how much fun they were
having. Chuck asked them if they would like to see a demonstration of some basic aspects of
tactical shooting, and they, not surprisingly, said yes. Chuck then demonstrated magazine
changes for them, and they tried that a couple of times. Chuck also provided some coaching on
hand position and stance, which they enjoyed immensely. Unfortunately (after only 2 % hours at
the range), | had to get back for a conference event, or they would have had Chuck coaching
them until dark.

| regret that | did not bring my camera. In fact, the UK visitors regretted it much more, because for
the two ladies, the range orientation was by far the high point of their week long trip to the U.S. |
promised that next time we would set up an IDPA type clinic, and get Chuck and other tactical
instructors out for some heavy duty coaching. This is the second time | have taken UK visitors to
the range, and it really has been a rewarding experience. If you have foreign visitors who would
be interested in shooting, but you don't feel comfortable taking them to the range, contact any of
the pistol instructors listed on the website, and they will be more than willing to help you if their
schedule permits.

It was interesting to me that afterwards, my UK visitors told me that | required much more control
on when they could handle the firearms on the range, and much more focus on muzzle control
than their experience with the commercial range. They didn't mind at all, but they did tell me that
it was quite different. | took this to mean that our range safety policies are pretty reasonable for
new shooters.
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Finally, my experience with these visitors has made me thankful that | live in a gun friendly state in
a country that permits private ownership of firearms. We often forget to appreciate how fortunate
we are here in the U.S. and especially here in New Mexico.

A CALL TO ARMS

When | go to the SHOT show in Las Vegas, Nevada | carry. Up until October 1 of this year it has
been illegal for me to do this. Finally Nevada has passed a receptacle law. The states Nevada
recognizes are Alaska, Arkansas, Kansas, Louisiana, Missouri, Nebraska, Tennessee and Utah.
When New Mexico DPS sends the information to Nevada, | am sure New Mexico will also be
recognized by Nevada. | am covered by my Utah CCW license.

The Albuquerque Journal had an article from the Associated Press “7,000 Carry Concealed
Guns”. That is good news as | feel safer with more people carrying. In July 2004 there were only
1,127 residents across the state with permits. 2,047 of the 7,000 permits are for residents of
Bernalillo County. The Journal article stated that the largest number of permit holders in Bernalillo
County consists of men between the ages of 51 and 60 with 522 permits, and men between the
ages of 61 and 70 with 380 permits. | personally know many women that also have permits which
means they are much less likely to be victims of crime than women without guns.

The September 15 issue of gun week reported “British Violent Crime Soars Despite Labor Party
Gun Ban” “Despite strict restrictions on gun ownership and a virtual ban on handguns in Great
Britain — or perhaps because of it — that nation appears to be in the midst of a violent crime
epidemic that has brought charges by Conservative Leader David Cameron that the ruling Labor
Party is in denial on gun crime. The notion that many in the American gun control movement
frequently cite as the example of what can be accomplished with a handgun ban and restrictions
on long guns has seen a sharp rise in gun crimes over the 10 years that the Labor Party has been
in power, according to The London Telegraph. The newspaper, quoting data released by the
conservative Tories, suggests an increase in gun-related crime of more than 400% since the
Labor came to power in 1998-99.” With a Democratic landslide very likely in 2008, be prepared to
fight more anti-gun legislation. Like illegal drugs, if guns are banned, the criminals will have all
the guns. Well maybe not all, but those of us with banned guns will be criminals. And as you
know, law enforcement will lock us up because we are easier to lock up than the real bad guys.

Anti-gun Senator Dianne Feinstein is at it again with S.456 as reported by Gun Owners of

America. At issue is section 215 of the bill. In essence, your family, gun shop employees, or

even a church bowling league would be considered an organized “gang”, and subjected to

draconian prison sentences if you did any of a number of things, such as:

- Having a gun (loaded or unloaded) in your glove box as you — inevitably — drive within 1,000
feet of a school, even if you didn’t know the school was there. There is no exception for
conceded carry license holders.

Selling a gun out of your store while being entrapped in a Bloomberg-style “sting” operation.
Teaching your son to shoot without giving him a written letter of permission (which must be on
his actual person), even if you are standing right behind him at the range the whole time.
Simply being one the 83,000 veterans whose names were illegally added to the Brady system
by President Clinton (or, presumably, one of the thousands more who will be on the list if the
current Veterans Disarmament Bill passes), if you continued to possess a firearm.

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Action: Contact your Senator and request that S.456 be put on hold until section 215 is deleted.

New Live Ammo Drop Box

Our old range fee drop box on the rifle range has been “re-modeled” into a Live Ammo Drop Box.
Rather than dumping live rounds into the trash can, we ask that you deposit the rounds in the Live
Ammo Drop Box. As a service to the Los Alamos community, this ammunition will be
disassembled and the components recycled to the extent possible.

If you see 22 LR rounds on the ground at the rifle range, pick them up and drop them into the
Drop Box. We have younger children at the range sometimes, and these kids can be very
curious, picking up everything they can get their hands on.. One of the reasons for installing
these boxes is so that live rounds dropped during a .22 Silhouette Match don’t go home in their
pockets a week or two later. A second reason for the drop boxes is that the county does not want

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live ammunition in the solid waste stream. Policies change over time, and this represents an area
where there is more concern now than in earlier years. Each year when | request permission for
free dumping in conjunction with our Spring Clean-up Day, | am asked if there will be any
unexploded ordinance in the loads going to the Land Fill.

If you have more ammunition than will fit into the Drop Box, e-maill me at
marv@almeassociates.com, to make arrangements to transfer the ammunition to the club.

This is a service that the club is also offering to the community. You do not need to be a member
of the Sportsmen’s club in order to use the Sportsmen’s Club ammunition disposal services. If
someone comes by the club with old ammunition they wish to dispose of, then please help them
deposit it into the Live Ammo Drop Box.

We plan to recycle the range fee box from the Bullseye Pistol Range in the same way. Thanks to
Greg Wagner for the paint job. The orange is a little softer than | was wanting, but it will do for
this first year.

JOHN FARNAM'’S QUIPS

Bears.

A friend just returned from AK, where he worked on a protective detail, protecting field surveyors
and others from bear attacks in the wilderness.

"We used shotgun-launched, rubber slugs to ostensibly ‘discourage’ curious bears who came too
close. Results inspired little confidence, particularly with large males.”

Brenicke three-inch slugs in pump-shotguns were used to "stop" committed bear attacks. While in
common use, ostensibly for that purpose, they are minimally adequate when used against mature
bears. Those who depend upon them are largely kidding themselves, in my opinion. To get a
dependable stop, better choices include rifles in 45-70, 338, or 458WM. Even then, against a
charging Grizzly, crashing through alders and willows, your window is less than two seconds. A
smooth mount and careful trigger press are still required. You'll probably not get a second chance!

Slings are not recommended! They get constantly tangled in underbrush, and having your
longarm in hand and immediately available for use is superior to fumbling with a slung weapon in
thick vegetation.

Short barrels are better than long ones! Once again, trying to swing a long-barreled rifle or
shotgun in thick brush is an exercise in futility. On five occasions, | spotted bear beds with fresh,
steaming scat only feet in front of me. | literally blundered into them! Under such
circumstances, speed of deployment is critical.

Longarm optics: When one is hunting bear, scopes may be satisfactory. But, on protective
details, optics on longarms are contra-indicated. It is difficult to describe the extreme speed at
which bears can close the distance between them and you! Many protective escorts, even
hunters, have been killed as they dithered, confused and lost in their telescopic sights. Zero-
magnification EOTechs and Aimpoints might be the exceptions, but my comments on them will

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have to wait for another day.

Handguns in 45ACP, 40S&W, 357SIG, and 9mm are fine for people, but none of those rounds will
do any more than annoy a bear! None are recommended. Revolvers chambered for 41Mg or
larger are recommended, but only as back-up."

Comment: Confronting dangerous game, inadvertently or intentionally, is no activity that should
ever be undertaken by the nonchalant! As | discovered last February in Africa: (1) Use enough
gun: (2) Don't dither/hesitate, (3) Be smooth, fast, and deliberate; (4) Don't miss!

GENERAL RANGE RULES
LOS ALAMOS SPORTSMEN'S CLUB

Always treat every firearm as if it were loaded.

Never point a firearm at anything that you do not want to destroy. Keep the muzzle pointed
down range at all times.

All firearms will be unloaded and made safe before anyone goes forward of the firing line. No
firearms will be handled while anyone is down range.

Firearms may be loaded only when the shooter is on the firing line.

Know what your target is and what is behind your target before you shoot.

Keep your finger off the trigger until your sights are on the target.

Anyone on the range, whether shooter, observer, or instructor, has the authority to call for a
“CEASE FIRE" if they observe an unsafe act or condition.

Alcohol is prohibited on all firing ranges. No person will be permitted to shoot on any range if
impaired by drugs or alcohol.

9. Eye and ear protection is mandatory during firing.

10. Live ammunition must not be discarded on the range or in the trash.

11. Glass and pyrotechnic targets are prohibited.

12. Tracer, incendiary, and armor piercing ammunition is prohibited.

13. Event-specific rules may be adopted for LASC sanctioned events.
