Capital Improvements

As you all know the cost for everything has been increasing. Our last order of clay targets for the
shotgun shooting sports was up by almost 50%. This increase is mostly due to the cost of fuel. We
had just increased the cost of a round of targets by $1 to help defray some of the capital improvement
costs. Because of this substantial increase in the cost of the targets themselves, we may be forces to
increase the cost of a round of targets by another $1 to $4. | have asked your Shotgun Section Chair
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Ed Bush and the subsection heads their thoughts on this increase. While no one wants to increase
fees, everyone has agreed to think about it and discuss it with those affected members. | look
forward to receiving your thoughts on this issue.

Airsoft

We have been seeing quite a few folks using Airsoft guns at the range. The Board has two concerns
with these “guns”. 1) We expect members who use these at the range to follow the same rules that
one follows with all firearms. 2) You are expected to clean up after using these in the indoor range.
The round projectiles create a phenomenal trips/slips/and falls hazard when they are on a smooth
concrete floor. If any more Airsoft BBs end up scattered around in the indoor range, all Airsoft will be
banned.

A CALL TO ARMS

The Supreme Court’s ruling in DC v. Heller is a huge victory for our gun rights. The victory was on a
very close call of 5 to 4. Justices Stevens, Breyer, Souter and Ginsburg voted against us. If a liberal
President is elected in November, it is guaranteed that he will select a very liberal Justice. With a 5 to
4 against us it is possible that some decisions like DC v. Heller could be reversed.

Races in NM for Senator and the1® Congressional District Representative race are also very critical.
Steve Pearce is running against Tom Udall for Senator Domenici's Senate seat. Pearce has voted
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for every pro-gun measure and against every anti-gun measure. Udall's record is just the opposite. If
elected, Udall could be worse than Bingaman on gun issues. Darren White has been a strong
supporter of out gun rights. He was a big help in getting our concealed carry law passed in New
Mexico. We could have no finer champion in New Mexico than Darren White. Bernalillo County
District Attorney Brandenburg has been no help in our fight for gun rights. Running against
Brandenburg is Lisa Torrace who has over 16 years experience as a Prosecutor. Lisa is also a very
strong gun right and concealed carry supporter. Every one of us, especially if you own a gun and
want to keep it, has to vote. Many of these races are going to be very close and your and my vote
can make a difference.

The DC v. Heller may be back in the courts sooner than expected. The new DC Ordinance is saying
that they will only allow revolvers and single-shot pistols to be registered because, according to them,
any semi-auto capable of accepting a feeding device of more that 10 rounds is a “machine gun”. The
logic that DC uses to turn a semi-auto into a machinegun by adding more than a 10 round magazine
totally eludes me. The complication lies in the exact words of the Court: “...the District must permit
him (Heller) to register his handgun and must issue him a license to carry it in the home.” Itis
my understanding that Heller's gun is a Beretta 92 — not a revolver or single shot. The new
ordinance also states “Each registrant shall keep any firearm in his or her possession unloaded and
either disassembled or secured by a trigger lock, gun safe, or similar device. This is also in direct
conflict with the Court’s ruling. If the District doesn’t change their new ordinance, they could be in
defiance of the Supreme Court decree. This could get very interesting. Another alarming
requirement is that the new ordinance also states that people registering handguns “Not appear to
suffer from a physical defect which would make it unsafe for him to possess and use a firearm safely
and responsible.” Apparently, DC never heard of the Americans With Disabilities Act. In their attempt
to make owning handguns as difficult and discouraging as possible for residents of the District, the
people responsible for this regulation have just insulted millions of disabled Americans, including
disabled veterans, who are perfectly capable of owning and using firearms. Another problem facing
DC residents is there are no gun stores in DC and no licensed FFL dealers that can accept gun
transfers from outside the District. Therefore there is no way that DC citizens can obtain guns.

The anti-gunners in the House are at it again with H.R. 6257 Assault Weapons Ban Reauthorization
Act of 2008. | suspect the anti-gunners will hold off on this bill until the new 2009 legislature when
they will have more Democrats in both the House and Senate. However, it wouldn’t hurt to call your
Representatives and tell them that you are opposed to H.R. 6257. There is a new pro-gun House bill.
It is H.R. 5865 that is a bill to amend chapter 44 of title 18, United States Code, to require a court
adjudication before certain veterans may be denied the right to possess a firearm, and for other
purposes.

How to Improve Your Shooting

Last month we talked about the concept of: “DVC” in improving your action pistol shooting. This
month we are going to discuss the importance of proper fit when it comes to selecting and using a
handgun in the action pistol sports. There have been many instances in my 24 years of teaching
firearms in which | have seen students bring guns to class that did not fit them and consequently
caused them great frustration. Here are some suggestions are proper gun fit from Kathy Jackson,
http://www.corneredcat.com/FirstGun/tryongun.aspx.

Before you plunk down your hard-earned money for a handgun -- especially a defense handgun -- it
is a good idea to make sure it will fit your hand. Here's how to do that.

Check by sight and by feel to be sure that the gun is unloaded. For semi-automatics, remove the
magazine and run a finger into the magazine well to make sure it is empty. Lock the slide open and
visually look in the chamber. Then run the tip of your pinky finger into the chamber to be sure that
there is a hole in there rather than a live round. Visually check the chamber again before you close
the slide. For revolvers, roll the cylinder open and visually count the holes. Then run your finger over
the holes and count them again by feel. Visually count the holes again before closing the cylinder.
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With the crease of your finger on the trigger, if the gun's backstrap is firmly centered in the web of
your hand, midway between your thumb and forefinger, then the gun fits your hand perfectly. Notice
how a correctly-sized gun lines up perfectly with the bones in your forearm. The recoil will go
directly into the web of the hand and be transferred along the long bones of the arm, allowing a
strong and natural grip without much strain.

Small Gun

If your hand has a lot of extra slack, with your trigger finger curving far out from the side of the gun
(so that you would be able to put a large portion of your trigger finger through the trigger guard),
then the gun is small for your hand. A gun that's small is rarely too small for effective shooting, so
don't let this deter you if the gun is otherwise suitable for your purposes. Unless the gun is really
radically undersized, it's generally easy to adapt to a small gun. But you will need to pay special
attention that you don't get too much of your finger on the trigger while firing.

Too Large
If the gun's backstrap cannot be centered in the web of your hand, midway between thumb and

forefinger joints, while the crease of your trigger finger is on the trigger, then the gun is too big for
you.

A Perfect Fit

With the crease of your finger on the trigger, if the gun's backstrap is firmly centered in the web of
your hand, midway between your thumb and forefinger, then the gun fits your hand perfectly. Notice
how a correctly-sized gun lines up perfectly with the bones in your forearm. The recoil will go
directly into the web of the hand and be transferred along the long bones of the arm, allowing a
strong and natural grip without much strain.

Provided you are able to reach all the controls, you can probably work with a very slightly too-large
gun. You may be able to work with it as-is simply by scootching your hand around, so the backstrap
is slightly off-center when your finger is on the trigger. Or you might consider putting a shortened
trigger in it, which will reduce the distance between trigger and backstrap.

However, if the gun is very much too big for your hand, the recoil will be going straight into the joint at
the base of your thumb when your finger is properly on the trigger. You may be able to shoot that
way, but it isn't a very secure hold and it will probably be painful to fire a lot of rounds. Even if it
doesn't hurt, it can cause joint problems down the road and really isn't worth it in the long run. You
will need to look for a different gun.

IDPA Target Engagement

IDPA courses of fire involve multiple targets, non threat targets and decisions, decisions, decisions.
Questions have come up about how to engage which target when and with how many rounds. IDPA
has two basic methods of target engagement: (1) tactical priority and (2) tactical sequence.

Tactical priority is a method of target engagement in which targets are engage by order of threat. If
all targets are visible, targets are engaged from near to far as long as targets are more than two
yards from each other (in distance from the shooter). In all targets are hidden by a barricade, targets
are engaged as they are seen (slicing the pie).

Tactical sequence is a methods of engagement in which all targets are engaged with one round each
before being engaged again. In the case of three targets requiring two rounds each, all targets would
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be engaged with one round to each target BEFORE re-engaging the targets with another round in
any order.

Training Conducted

July and early August was a busy time for training at LASC. Mike Grimler (WYOR) conducted two
free shooting clinics for LASC members on July 2nd and August 13™. Non LASC members can
attend this training in the future offerings for a nominal fee. Thanks to Mike Grimler for offering this
training. Howard Hall, Ed Bush and Stephen McKelvey conducted three shotgun trainings sessions
for Los Alamos Boy Scouts working to earn their shotgun merit badge. These sessions were co-
sponsored by LASC and the Los Alamos Police Department. Thanks go to Steve and Ed for sharing
their expertise with these scouts. Frank Pytko also sponsored John and Vickie Farnam in July.
Thanks to Frank for coordinating this and to John and Vickie for providing this excellent training.

Officer's Reports:

President (Ken Laintz): Presided over the meeting. Ken is looking for an original signed copy of
the LASC license to our property (an agreement with the DOE) for which we pay a fee each year.

Vice President (Howard Hall): Howard gave an update on the Benefit to Wounded War Veterans
pistol match. It was a success. He also spoke about the work LASC will do to support the BSA
Shotgun Merit Badge on the trap range. (They need to hit 14 of 25 to qualify.) On another topic,
Howard discussed progress on the new Range Use Agreement (see below).

Membership Secretary (Jung Hong): Jung said that there are now 425 memberships with about 1
or 2 resulting from each orientation session. He will send out a hard copy of the August Bulletin to
all members and will include some raffle tickets for the Gun Show.

At Large Officers : On land/DOE, Mel reported that LA County is looking at the cost of bringing
services down into Rendija canyon.

Old and New Business:

Camp Perry Support: This Junior ROTC activity was discussed and support was approved by the
Board. We can loan AR-15 rifles from our stock.

Friends of the NRA Banquet Update: DONE

The date for this event is September 13 at 6 pm (1800 hours) at the Lodge at Santa Fe (across
from the National Cemetery on the north side of town). The cost will be $35 per person, and $65 for
couples. Rich Morley is heading this up. There will be a standard package of items for sale and a
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gun auction to raise money. We will try to get businesses to sponsor guns for auction. The funds
raised will go 50% to the State Chapter for state grants and 50% to the NRA for national level
grants to ranges or law enforcement.

Pistol Match: This was a success (see Howard'’s report above).

Scouts, BSA Training, Merit Badges: DONE
Howard Hall is covering this with help from the shotgun instructors. (See Howard’s report above.)

Range Use Agreement:

This topic generated considerable discussion. It was decided that if someone (like John Farnam) is
earning money using Club facilities, it is not a club activity. In cases like this, our fee schedule
should apply to everyone. Also, for profit activities are not covered by the LASC NRA insurance
policy. It is required that all Match Coordinators and Range Safety Officers (RSOs) will have basic
first aid and CPR. If anyone desires to train using a “hot” range, this will be done “by exception” via
a request letter to the Club President (Ken).

LASC Training Form and Waiver:

Repeating from last month, Howard Hall has produced a straw man version of a standard training
form. It covers background, rules for using the facilities, safety manual, hazards, “hold harmless,”
etc. The form is geared to covering what happens if we have a problem and indicates that if you
use the facilities, you must abide by the Club rules. This good faith forethought and effort form will
be reviewed by the Club attorney, Shay Burns Kendrick. Student waivers will be used by all
instructors using the facilities. Ken wants this topic ironed out by the end of July.

New Proposed Pistol Discipline: This could be interpreted as do we need or want to initiate a new
Pistol Sub-Section for practice and/or non-competitive shooting? Ken’s comments on this subject,
in short, were two questions and a statement: (1) who heads up this sub-section, (2) what day and
time, and (3) this would have to fit under the existing Pistol Section currently headed by Toran
Maynard. Skip Anderson (Range Safety) reminded members that all members are allowed two
guests per visit, and that this works well for practice sessions and safety.

Corporate Memberships: (Reminder)
These include the LAPD, Park Service, Mounted Patrol, Game and Fish (pending), Sheriff's Dept,
and Senior Olympics.

Volunteers are doing some mowing and this is really
appreciated.

Range Safety (Skip Anderson): Some issues associated with Airsoft, Paintball, and Reality-Based
Training were discussed. Ken'’s position on Airsoft and Paintball is that it's okay, except that all the
standard safety rules must be followed. With regard to Reality-Based Training, this will probably
not be allowed on Club live fire ranges as it is not consistent with NRA practice and safety.

Bulletin (Sarah Maynard): (Reminders) Sarah is always seeking pictures of Club people and
goings on to publish in the bulletin. Remember to bring your camera to activities and send your
shapshots to Sarah to share with the membership.

Range Safety (Skip Anderson): Skip is updating the LASC Safety Handbook this month. He will
include a section on Emergency Medical Plan, and will provide guidelines on use of the range when
classes are being conducted.

Shooters in the indoor range should not shoot closer than 7 yards from the backstop for safety.
(Three yards back from the backstop is too close. NOTE: To accomplish target shooting at 3 yards,
for whatever purpose, one can move target stands back 7 yards from the backstop and then stand
3 yards back from the targets on the stands.) Also, less than 12 yards from the steel outdoor pistol
targets is not allowed for the same reason. Hearing and eye protection is always mandatory.
