SHOTGUN ACTIVITIES 

DECEMBER 2007, SKEET, TRAP, 5-STAND & REPORT 
Ed Bush 

 
 
The December weather has caused a reduction in the shotgun activities. 
 
It is important that we defer our shooting activities when necessary to allow the contractors 
unlimited access.  We want to get as much completed before the snow flies.  Keep appraised of the 
activities on the web site, Bulletin and signs at the range indicating closures.  Short notice can be 
expected. 
 
December income for the Skeet Section was $134, Trap Section $171.25 and Sporting Clays $0. 
We used 33 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of December we had 708 cases of 
standard targets remaining. Income for December was $9.25 per case.  Profit for the Club to date is 
$2710.04.  All income from the above activities is turned in to the Club Treasurer. 
 
Some members of the Board encouraged us to increase the cost per round for skeet, trap and 5-
stand.  The cost of targets and shipping has increased considerably.  The cost at other clubs 
charge around $5 to $8 per round.  Although those clubs have full time employees to maintain the 
traps, order and load targets and keep up the ranges.  We are an all-volunteer club with members 
that perform these activities.  Also we will be the major beneficiaries of the upgrade projects at the 
range.   Starting in January ‘08 the fee per round of skeet, trap and 5-stand will increase to $3, $4 
per round of bunker trap and an additional $1 for guests, 
 
Dave Roybal has agreed to serve as the new 5-Stand contact and on the skeet range upgrade 
committee.  Dave is a registered professional civil engineer and will bring welcome expertise to 
these activities. 
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Reminder of the month: If you can shoot you can haul targets to the trap houses, dump trash and 
pick up shells.  This is an all-volunteer club. 
 
The cost is $3 per round for Skeet, Trap and 5-Stand, $4 per round for Bunker Trap.  Guests 
accompanied by current LASC badge holders pay $1 over the regular fee.

Mall Shooting in NE 
A single shooter, with a rifle, fired, almost casually, in three-four round bursts.  Ranges were short. 
All shooting was over within two minutes, ending when the shooter himself committed suicide.  
 
First police units arrived within five minutes from receipt of initial 911 calls.  Shooting was already 
over.  Police never fired a shot.  
 
Lessons : It is unrealistic to believe that police could have arrived any sooner, or have responded 
any more aggressively.  I can't imagine a better reason for carrying routinely.  Expecting to be 
rescued or saved from harm by police, or anyone else, is delusional.  
 
In a desperate situation like this mall shooting, when left with no choice, you must be up to the 
task.  A single, well-placed, pistol shot could have abruptly ended this affair, had an armed and 
well-trained Operator been present.  Unfortunately, none were.  
 
Like nearly all other mass murders, this one took place in a "Gun-Free Zone," or, more correctly, a 
"Criminal-Empowerment Zone."   "No-Guns-Allowed" signs are thus contemptuously ignored by 
those who value their lives.  
 
Contrast! 
Many have pointed out the stark difference between the recent mall shooting in NE and next day's 
short-lived church shooting in CO.  In the latter case, an armed citizen (the media insists on falsely 
labeling her a "security guard," because they can't tolerate the notion of non-government-
employees with guns)  stepped up to the plate and did what had to be done at the critical moment. 
She drew her concealed pistol, courageously confronted the VCA, and shot him down when it 
needed to be. Had she not, there is little doubt many more church-goers would have been 
murdered that day. Curiously, in the same area there were several uniformed security guards, 
who, at the pivotal moment, apparently found something else to do.  
 
Most government officials correctly believe they were elected in order to "serve." A contemptible 
few believe they were elected in order to "rule." It is the latter group who invariably wax paranoid 
and believe they are personally threatened when "the ruled" own and carry guns, and it is they 
who prefer masses of murdered victims to heroes audaciously stepping forward and doing their 
duty as citizens, and, not surprisingly, it is they who unfailingly insist the "the ruled" never be 
allowed to do anything for themselves.  To them, “the ruled" ARE victims, by definition!  
 
Some states with concealed-carry laws have declared churches "gun-free zones.” Ohio is an 
example. Today, in view of the CO incident, representatives in OH are being flooded with angry 
calls demanding that proscription be lifted! I suspect they're getting an ear-full from many who 
apparently haven't gotten the word that they are supposed to think of themselves as "good, little 
victims!"

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LASC WORK CREDIT PROGRAM 

Marv Alme, Work Credit Coordinator 
 

Each club member is asked to perform six hours of volunteer labor each year. In general, the 
volunteer work will be performed during the previous membership year. Volunteer work credit for 
the membership year beginning 1 April 2008 needs to be performed by 1 April 2008.  Club 
members 70 years old or over are excused from the volunteer labor requirement, as are disabled 
individuals who request that they be excused from the requirement. Club members who wish to 
buy out of part or all of the volunteer labor requirement may do so for $10/hour.  
 
Tracking Work Credit Hours:  There are two ways to report work credit. 
 

1. Pick up one of the small cardboard cards just inside the door to the clubhouse by the phone. 
Fill out the card, fold it, and drop it into the slot of the "cash box" just to the right of the door to 
the men's restroom.  

2. Send e-mail to work.coordinator@la-sc.org or marv@almeassociates.com with your hours 
and a brief description of what you worked on. (Your description of what you worked on 
doesn't have to be a novel. The reason for the description is that we are trying to get a sense 
of what volunteer labor it takes to run the club.)

This volunteer labor is a significant Club asset, and by logging the labor hours, we will be able to 
see how much labor it takes to run LASC.  Also, it will let the board see how effectively we are 
using this asset.  
 
A list of open tasks is available on the LASC the website (from the homepage, click on LASC 
INFO, and then select Work Credit from the bottom of the drop-down menu).  You can examine 
the list and find tasks which match your skills and interests.

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List of Current Open Tasks  
 

·  Paint the patched sheetrock in the women's rest room. (Contact Kevin Buscher to find out 
what color paint to use.)     

·  Garbage pick-up: Once each week (for a month), pick up the garbage from all the garbage 
cans on the range (indoor, rifle, shotgun and pistol), and put new bags into the garbage cans. 
(One month of this counts as your full credit for a year.)   

·  Bathroom clean-up: Once each week (for a month), clean the restrooms. (One month of this 
counts as your full credit for a year.) 

·  Wood removal:  Haul wood from the area south of the Bullseye Covered Range to the county 
landfill.     

·  Fire remediation: Cut up downed wood in the area south of the Bullseye Covered Range and 
stack it for later removal.     

·  Replace ballasts in fluorescent fixtures.  
·  Rent a brush-hog and knock down the weeds in the ditch on both sides of the road. 
·  Paint the pavilion cover.  The wood under and supporting the pavilion cover needs to be 

painted.  Some of it has been painted, but the job has not been completed.  Paint and paint 
brushes are available at the clubhouse.  The club does not currently have a suitable ladder.  If 
you are interested in painting for a half day or so, and don’t have a ladder, the club is willing to 
purchase an eight or ten-foot commercial ladder.   

 
Example tasks:  The following list is meant to be illustrative, not exhaustive, of tasks and activities 
that count toward the volunteer labor credit:  
 

      Participation in the Spring and Fall Clean-up days  
      Running a Rifle Silhouette Match.  
      Running a Pistol Match

The Process - Suggesting a Task and Getting a Task Approved:  Approved tasks will be posted on 
this website with the task leader's contact information. Club members interested in assisting can 
then contact the task coordinator. 
 
Task initiation/definition can occur in many different ways.  If you see something that you think 
should be done, do it, and deposit a work credit form into the box.  If it is a larger scope job, talk to 
one of the board members or a section chairman.  Or, a board member or a section chairman may 
have a task that he would like done. He can discuss it with a club member or members. If the 
members are interested in doing the task, then board member should approve the task, telling the 
member to go ahead (in cases where the board member is confident that no-one else is working 
on the task), and have the member leading the task send a short e-mail describing the task to the 
work credit coordinator, Marv Alme, copying the board member.  
 
Club members don’t need to be apologetic as they report their hours. The reality is that for non-
professionals fixing things, much of the time is spent running back and forth to the hardware store. 
This counts as time. Planning counts as time. Buying materials counts as time.  
 
If you have special skills that you feel might be useful to the Club, please send an e-mail to 
marv@almeassociates.com. Skills that immediately come to mind are welding, wiring, plumbing, 
heating/air conditioning and general mechanical, because those are the tasks in our immediate 
future. But don’t be limited by this list. For example, we need someone to volunteer to paint the 
women’s rest room.

NRA Basic Range Safety Officer Course 
 
We finished the NRA Basic Range Safety Officer Course last 
Saturday.  This was a full class of 15 individuals.  All from our local 
area!  It was a full nine hour training day.  The class did an excellent 
review of the LASC Safety Manual and used it extensively for the 
practical exercises.  I think we all learned something new from this 
review.   

There were a couple of lessons learned in the previous course.  The main one was that people 
thought it would be helpful to have the NRA RSO student materials in advance to each individual so 
that they could become familiar before the class.  There was a large amount of content in the 
course and the 50 question open book test proved to be a challenge at the end of the day. 

 
I was not able to accommodate everyone who wanted to take this course so I have scheduled 
another NRA Basic RSO Course on April 6, 2008.  Please contact me if you would like to enroll in 
the April 6, 2008 NRA Basic Range Safety Officer Course.  I will order the material far enough in 
advance to allow students time to review them.  I can be contacted through e-mail:

NRA Ladies Only First Steps Pistol Course 

 
We have an NRA Ladies Only First Steps Pistol Course scheduled for January 26, 2008 from 9:00 
to 3:00.  This has been a popular course and is designed to provide an introduction to firearms 
safety and to the shooting sports.   
 

 

NRA Basic Instructor Training & Pistol Instructor C ourse 
 
Due to numerous requests for NRA instructor level training, we have 
scheduled the NRA Basic Instructor Training (BIT) course and the 
Pistol Instructor Certification Course for February 23 – 24, 2008.  
Approximately six hours are required for the NRA BIT course and an 
additional eleven hours for the Pistol Instructor Certification Course.  
This will be a busy two 

day course.  In addition, the NRA Pistol Instructor Pre-Course Assessment must be successfully 
completed prior to beginning the course.   

 
This course is limited to 14 participants.  We expect this course to fill quickly.  There are currently 
10 people signed up.  Please contact me if you would like to enroll in this course or if you have any 
questions.  The course will be conducted at the Los Alamos Chamber of Commerce, 109 Central 
Park Square, Los Alamos New Mexico and will run from 8:00 to 5:00 both days. 
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IDPA New Shooter Orientation Firearm Safety Clinic 
 
LASC has a number of members who have expressed interest in 
participating in the International Defensive Pistol Association (IDPA) 
monthly match but have not done so because of a wide variety of 
reasons.  The most common reason expressed to me is a lack of  

knowledge of IDPA rules and requirements and being unsure of the skill set necessary to 
participate safely.  The IDPA Headquarters recommends that a basic safety program be conducted 
for new competitors who have not competed in any action shooting, practical shooting or other 
shooting discipline that require drawing a firearm from a holster and movement.  This class will 
include the following areas: 

 
·  Loading and unloading the firearm  
·  Drawing from holster and re-holstering  
·  Gripping the firearm with strong hand, weak hand, and free style  
·  Sight alignment  
·  Trigger control  
·  Reloading (slide lock, tactical reload, reload with retention)  
·  Moving with a drawn firearm  
·  Shooting stances to include prone, kneeling and barricade shooting  
·  Clearing malfunctions  
·  How matches are scored  
·  Range commands and procedures  
·  IDPA rules  

 
The bottom line is that this basic safety program would provide new competitors with the 
knowledge; skills and attitude to safety participate in IDPA.  Participation in IDPA is an excellent 
way to develop and maintain highly perishable shooting skills.   

 
We will offer the IDPA New Shooter Orientation/Basic Safety Program once a quarter this year.  
This is an 8-hour orientation that costs $25.  All proceeds from this training would go back to LASC 
and will be used to support the IDPA program.  We have scheduled the first orientation for March 
15, 2008.  Nine people have already signed up.  Contact me if you are interested.   

 
Future Learning Opportunities 

 
Ken Laintz has requested that I consider coordinating some additional new shooter clinics for the 
various shooting opportunities here at LASC.   We both think that this is an excellent opportunity for 
LASC member to learn about some of the activities we have available.  LASC is fortunate to have a 
wide variety of expertise in the shooting sports.  I will be contacting the various section chairs and 
working on this for the future.  Please contact me if you are interested in helping out in one of these 
clinics.
