A MESSAGE FROM THE VICE PRESIDENT

Recently the LASC International Defensive Pistol Association (IDPA) Section ran a Classification 
Match.  Several of us needed to complete this match so that we could attend the New Mexico IDPA 
State Championship Match in Farmington in August.   This is a challenging course of fire designed to 
stratify shooters for IDPA competition and is based on a standardized approach that is used around the 
world in IDPA clubs.  Not everyone did as well as they liked.  Several members asked me how they 
could become better shooters and obtain a higher score on the classifier.  IDPA and the United States 
Practical Shooting Association (USPSA) both have classification systems to grade shooters for the 
purposes of comparison for competitive purposes.   Understanding the concept of DVC is an excellent 
place to begin.  Both IDPA and IPSC are based on defensive shooting concepts and share the 
practical shooting motto of DVC. 
 
What is DVC?  This is a concept that originated with Col. Jeff Cooper in the Southwest Pistol League 
many years ago and has been perpetuated through the years in practical shooting.  DVC stands for the 
Latin phrase diligentia, vis, celeritas.  This stands for accuracy, power, and speed and has come to 
symbolize the challenge of the practical shooting sports.  Accuracy is the ability to hit the target, speed 
is how quickly you complete the course of fire and power is a measure of the explosive forces 
generated when you pull the trigger.  Power is measure initially by caliber and then by the shooter’s 
cartridge.  Both IDPA and ISPC have scoring systems in which accuracy, power, and speed must be 
balanced to solve the shooting problem presented by a course of fire.  How fast can you shoot?  How 
accurately can you shoot?   A shooter can be the most accurate competitor in a match but end up last 
place because they took more time to get the shots off.  Some may say that accuracy is more 
important than speed in defensive shooting but most experts agree that the concept of defensive 
accuracy is paramount in an actual confrontation in that the closer the threat is the faster you need to 
react and hit what you are shooting at.  The size of the group does not have to be a tight as in pure 
marksmanship competition but should be within an 8” circle center mass.  With this being said balance 
is the name of the game while always keeping in mind that a slower hit is always better that a fast miss.  
 
I am going to publish some specific recommendation for shooters to improve their shooting in future 
bulletins and will be scheduling some practice sessions in the near future.

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JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

SIG's M556 Rifle  
 
I finally have an opportunity to train with SIG's military rifle, in 223. Like everything SIG makes, it is 
well put together, weighty, not as compact as my XCRs or even my ARs.  I'm doing an Urban rifle 
Course in OK next week, so I'll have the opportunity to use it there.  
 
Controls are AR-like.  The rifle itself is rugged and obviously designed for heavy fighting.  Trigger is 
precise.  Link is quite distinctive.  This rifle is surely set up for serious use.  
 
It takes AR-15 magazines.  I'm sure there was loud and acrimonious discussion over this subject 
deep within the bowels of SIG-dom.  SIG makes a wonderful, proprietary plastic magazine, for its 
earlier 550-series of rifles, which were imported under LE-only restrictions.  The decision was made 
that this “general" version of the Rifle, the current M556, would be modified to accept commonly-
available AR-15 magazines and not the former, proprietary ones.  
 
I'm sure many in SIG anticipated magazine-related "problems" to thus develop with this new rifle, 
over which the manufacturer, of course, has no control.  We'll see!  
 
I've developed a preference for steel AR-15 magazines (over aluminum), and the ones made by 
Fusil and C-Products run just fine.  
 
I don't like the ambidextrous safety levers, and the SIG rifle has one. When I operate the lever with 
my right thumb, my trigger-finger (right index-finger), which is correctly in the register position, 
interferes with the safety’s movement.  Happily, the right-side extension is pinned in place, and I 
anticipate simply removing it, leaving the lever on the left side intact.  
 
My copy of the 556 has full-length rails on all sides, and I have a Micro-Aimpoint, forward mounted, 
on Mark LaRue's wonderful quick-detach mount.  The Rifle comes with crude, but wonderfully 
compact, iron sights.  
 
At $1,500.00, the SIG Rifle is at the high end, as SIGs always are. But, there is a lot to like here.

 SKEET, TRAP, 5-STAND & REPORT

Work is well underway on the skeet/new trap/5-stand upgrade and the range will be closed until 
completion. The two 20 foot containers for the high house and another for the low house are in 
place. A 40-foot container that will house the traps for the new trap range and 5 stand is in place.  
Asphalt and gravel for the skeet and trap ranges is complete. 
 
During the range upgrade only the trap range is in service.  Trap income was $912.  We used 85.3 
cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of June we had 304 cases of standard targets 
remaining.  Income for June was $10.69 per case.  We have received $12.96 per case for the year 
to date.  We should be getting nearly $15 per case.  It appears that some shooters are not aware of 
the current fee or occasionally forget to pay.  Don't forget to sign in and pay.  Profit for the Club to 
date is $2269.40.  We will be placing an order for targets shortly.  With the increased fuel costs Dick 
Honnell has been advised by the supplier to be prepared for sticker shock.  All income from the 
above activities is turned in to the Club Treasurer. 
 
Reminder of the month: Flatten the cardboard boxes and put them in the dumpster across the 
road.  Pick up your shells and dump the trash before the cans get full. 
 
The cost is $3 per round for Skeet, Trap and 5-Stand, $4 per round for Bunker Trap.  Guests 
accompanied by current LASC badge holders pay $1 over the regular fee.

The NRA has developed and implemented a new course.  It is the Basics of Personal Protection 
Outside the Home.  The main focus of the NRA Guide to Personal Protection Outside the Home is 
the effective use of a concealed handgun for self-defense outside the home.  Included is instruction 
on concealment techniques and devices, presenting the handgun from concealment, utilizing cover 
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and concealment outside the home, presentation and movement, flash front sight shooting, point 
shooting, instinctive shooting, low-light shooting, engaging multiple targets, and one-handed 
shooting.    
 
I have adopted this course for my New Mexico Initial Concealed Carry Class and have started 
offering it.  Interested members may also take the course separate from the New Mexico Initial 
Concealed Carry Class.   
 
I will also be offering the NRA Instructor Certification for the Basics of Personal Protection Outside 
the Home Course.
