Carry Guns for Women .

At a Women's Defensive Handgun Course in IN last weekend, our cadre of female students showed up with
six-shot revolvers, five-shot snubbies, SIG 239/DAKs, and S&W M&P/Compacts.

All ran fine, and, as part of their training, each woman had the opportunity to shoot all the other guns there,
plus a G19 and my SA/XD.

Interestingly, the most popular pistol among my female students was consistently the 9mm M&P/Compact,
with the smallest of the grip options. All loved its trigger, its smooth, rounded-off profile, ergonomics, soft
recoil, and most thought they could carry it concealed.

Least popular were the five-shot snubbies. Many like the small size, but, in actual use, sights are difficult to
use, triggers are long and heavy, reserve of cartridges is very limited, and reloading is slow and maladroit.
Most of the woman who brought snubbies said they were talked into buying them by clerks at gun shops.

At least one of my students purchased an M&P/Compact on the spot, right there at the gun shop/range
where we were conducting the Course. Several more indicated they intended to follow her example.

Most gun manufacturers have, until relatively recently, overlooked the female/concealed-carry market. I'm
not sure S&W marketed the M&P realizing it would be so well received by women.

The exception is Kahr, which has gone after that market, with success, from the beginning.

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SHOTGUN ACTIVITIES

APRIL 2008, SKEET, TRAP, 5-STAND & REPORT

Work has started on the skeet/5-stand upgrade and the range will be closed until completion. The
new skeet range will have a trap range superimposed. A 40 ft container will house the old trap
double and 5-Stand traps with room for target storage. A road will provide access to this area. A
20 ft container will replace the low house and two stacked 20 ft containers will replace the old high
house. They will also provide target storage. It is important that we defer our shooting activities
when necessary to allow the contractors unlimited access. We want to get as much completed as
weather permits. Keep appraised of the activities on the web site, Bulletin and signs at the range
indicating closures. Short notice can be expected.

WE HAVE A SERIOUS PROBLEM! At the end of each month | count the clay targets in storage
and those remaining in the traps. | compare the targets used with the income for the month. We
should be receiving roughly $15 per case. In the last couple of months we have been averaging
less than $10 per case. This represents a significant loss in income or targets or both. Also the
club-house key was taken from the skeet high house. That key is used to access the target storage
area. The $10 we keep for change in the sporting clays house vanished. These misdeeds have to
be done by individuals with access to combinations and keys.

April income for the Skeet Section was $253, Trap Section $755 and Sporting Clays $257. We used
150 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of April we had 395 cases of standard
targets remaining. Income for April was $8.45 per case. We should be getting about $15 per case
of targets. Don't forget to sign in and pay. Profit for the Club to date is $992.39. All income of the
above activities is turned in to the Club Treasurer.

Reminder of the month: Flatten the cardboard boxes and put them in the dumpster across the
road. Pick up your shells and dump the trash before the cans get full.

The cost is $3 per round for Skeet, Trap and 5-Stand, $4 per round for Bunker Trap. Guests
accompanied by current LASC badge holders pay $1 over the regular fee.

Also, orientation leaders should feel free to call a range cease-fire for five minutes (if
necessary) to conduct a part of the orientation briefing pertaining to that particular range. Officer's Reports:

President (Ken Laintz): Presided over the meeting. Ken reported that AR-15s are on a one-year backlog. Anyone
wanting to purchase one is advised to do so soon.
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Vice President (Howard Hall): Not present.

Treasurer (Angie Chipera): Angie presented a comprehensive review of Club finances, including ordinary income and
expenses, as well as total assets and liabilities. She provided detailed handouts summarizing the figures. For more
information, contact Angie or Ken.

Recording Secretary (Dick Martin): Only the January 2008 minutes are posted on the Club website as of this writing.
Membership Secretary (Jung Hong): Jung recently (via e-mail) reported that the total membership as of May 5 is 411.
Last year’s count was 593. Jung reminded everyone that the mailing cycle for renewals is once-a-month. He estimates
that about 10 memberships per month can be expected.

Renewal is effective on April 1, 2008. Renewal rates include a $60 surcharge in lieu of performing 6 hours of volunteer
labor in support of the Club. Orientation givers are distributing keys and membership cards. There are three “Group
Memberships.” These are LAPD, Mounted Patrol, and the Sheriff's Department with 44, 4, and 2 memberships,
respectively.

At Large Officers : Will Schmitz reported that the 2008 Gun Show is scheduled for September 20 and 21, 2008. He has
the flyer ready to mail out. Pat Laux reported that the bunker traps are all clean and ship-shape. Pat will do a clinic in the
near future.

Old and New Business:  Prior to the board meeting, there was a meeting of Friends of the NRA. This meeting was
moderated by Peter Ide, our local Field Representative for the NRA, and Ken. A main topic in this meeting was LASC
sponsorship of an NRA Banquet this year. A tentative date was set for September 6, 2008 and a tentative location was
chosen as the new Buffalo Thunder complex.

It was reported that the April 26 spring cleanup was very successful to the point of completing all items on the Section and
overall previous to-do lists.
