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GUN SHOW AND RAFFLE

The annual Los Alamos Gun Show is scheduled for September 19" and 20™ 2009. Usually during the
show we raffle off several guns as a fundraiser for the club. This year we are raffling a Springfield
Armory XDM pistol in 9mm. This is a high capacity 20 rounds semi auto pistol that comes with two
magazines, three interchangeable grip housings, holster, magazine holder, clip loader, two tone black
and olive green finish, gun lock and hard case. The XDM has a match grade barrel and other match
features making it a very accurate pistol. The retail value of the gun is $750 at the time of this writing.
You can no longer find this gun on the wholesale level as inventories have sold out. Tickets are one
for $10 or 3 for $20. There are only 350 tickets being sold.

The second raffle is for a Remington 1187, 12 gauge semi-auto shotgun. This is the Sportsmen’s
model that features a special durable finish, synthetic stocks, 28 inch barrel and Rem choke tubes.
The retail value is $880. Tickets are 10 each or 3 for $20. There are only 350 tickets being sold.

You must be 21 years old to buy tickets for the handgun and 18 years old for the shotgun. All
winners must pass a NICS background check.

APPLICATION INFORMATION SHEET
NEW MEXICO HUNTER EDUCATION INSTRUCTOR

Quialifications:

1. Must be at least 21 years of age.

2. Teaching experience is highly desirable. Other valuable experience includes:
hunting, gunsmithing, public speaking, etc.

3. Must not have been convicted of any felonies nor of flagrant violations of

Game and Fish laws.

4. Must have successfully completed a New Mexico Hunter Education Course within
the past five years.

5. Complete the Hunter Education Instructor Application, on the back side of this sheet,
and submit it to the Hunter Education Program for approval.

Process:

1. Prospective instructor completes application form and submits it to Hunter Education
Office in Albuquerque. See: http://www.wildlife.state.nm.us/education/hunter_ed/index.htm
2. Application is processed and prospective instructor is added to database. Database is
reviewed every year, and applicants are only retained for two years.

3. Prospective instructor is notified of Administration and Orientation Workshops in

their area. An Administration and Orientation Workshop must be taken within two

years of submitting application or applicant will be purged from the database.

4. Upon successful completion of the Administration and Orientation Workshop the
prospective applicant will be assessed and will either be accepted or denied.

Participation:

1. Instructors must teach or assist in teaching at least one class every year. Those failing
to meet this requirement will be placed on probation for one year, during which they
must teach a class.

2. Instructors should attend an in-service workshop, provided by the program, at least
once every two years.

3. Periodic classroom evaluations may be conducted by local conservation officers or by
the Hunter Education Staff. Additionally, instructors will be provided student

evaluations that can be used for instructional improvement.

4. The Hunter Education Program may decertify instructors for violating provisions of
the program, falsifying records or acting in a manner which is detrimental to the
program.

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JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

Urban Rifle

At one-hundred meters, it isn't difficult for most of us to see, and effectively engage, paper targets, set
against green backdrops, on sunny days, even with iron sights. Indeed, most of us consider a B27
target, at one-hundred meters, an "easy shot" with just about any rifle, and from just about any
shooting position.

Now, change the "target" to several armed, aggressively-animated, and bloodthirsty VCAs, [violent
criminal actors] obscured by utility poles, door-frames, and crouching in tall grass, during an overcast
morning. Also, imagine that you are alone, confused, wet, cold, hungry, out of breath, and trembling
uncontrollably, and the difficulty of producing effective, fight-ending rifle fire increases exponentially!

Add the inviolable requirement that threats be identified, and legitimately menacing individuals be
thus positively differentiated from non-threatening ones.

In addition, imagine you're not doing all this on a familiar "one-way" range, and bullets, some aimed
and some random, are flying in every direction, including yours!

Finally, imagine there are already causalities, on all sides. Those painfully wounded and dying are
lying about, floundering and screaming, and there is little you can do to help any of them so long as
the fight is active.

In view of the foregoing, one quickly realizes that in real fighting, one-hundred meters in most urban
settings will provide challenge-a-plenty for even experienced riflemen, armed with utility, military rifles.

That is why, during our Urban Rifle Courses, we emphasize ranges between point-blank and one-
hundred meters. We do some shooting at greater ranges, so that students can know the full
capability, and weaknesses, of their equipment. But, most of our time is spent rapidly moving and
engaging multiple targets with rifle fire, at ranges within one-hundred meters.

In golf, the drive, chip-shot, and putt all contribute to producing winning scores. However, golfers
agree that it is the chip-shot where most games are won or lost.

In Urban Rifle, the equivalent is long-range shooting, rapid engagement at closer ranges, and CQB.
All are important, but most fights are won or lost within one-hundred meters, our equivalent of the
"chip-shot."

That is where we need to be most proficient!

HIGHPOWER RIFLE MATCHES
2009 SCHEDULE

The Club will shoot a National Match Course of fire each month for 7 months. Match dates are
Sundays: High Power Matches May 17, June 7, July 5, August 2, September 6, October 4, and
November 1. These matches are at the club range in Rendija Canyon. Registration at Los Alamos
begins at 07:30 AM and will close at 08:20 AM with the match starting at 08:30 AM. Maitch fee is

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$10.00 with a one time $5.00 fee for NRA Match registration. Juniors pay $5.00. Only 30-06
ammunition is available to purchase for use at the match, ammo fee is $25.00. Juniors must be 14
years of age or older and be accompanied by a parent for parental permission.

Competition will be shoulder to shoulder within NRA classes. Current NRA rules will apply to all
matches and all classes. Rifles (the Club has M1 Garands), mats, spotting scopes, and shooting
gloves are available at the Club for use at matches. Eye and hearing protection is MANDATORY.
Bring a coat, sweatshirt, or shooting jacket, in the prone position you will be shooting while your elbows
are on the ground. A hat and water is also of benefit.

NATIONAL MATCH COURSE OF FIRE AT LOS ALAMOS WILL BE AT 200 YARDS.

TARGET | STAGE NO. SHOTS | POSITION TIME
SR-5 MATCH1 | 10o0r 20 STANDING 10 OR 20 MINUTES
SR-5 MATCH2 | 10o0r20 STANDING TO SITTING | 60 SECONDS EACH STAGE
SR-42 MATCH 3 | 10o0r 20 STANDING TO PRONE | 70 SECONDS EACH STAGE
MR-52 MATCH4 | 20 PRONE 20 MINUTES

MATCH 5 | Aggregate of matches 1, 2, 3 and 4

Two sighting shots will be allowed and can be taken in any position in a time limit of two minutes before
each course of fire.

Awards for the Los Alamos matches are as follows: Classes will be combined upward if there are 2 or
fewer in a class. Second in class will be given if there are 4 or more shooters in a class and third in
class will be given if there are 6 or more shooters in a class. Awards within classes will be - $3.00 for
1st, $2.00 for 2nd, $1.00 for 3rd. The match winner in each course of fire will receive $4.00. Juniors
will receive ribbons for first and second places. No separate distinction for women.

Shooters will set-up and take down the range and targets and score competitors targets. Competitors
may be asked to assist with range operations.

All range and match safety procedures shall be followed. Rifles, mats, gloves, safety, and match
tutoring are available at Los Alamos. Safety, rifle, and match procedure tutoring should be done before
participating in a competitive match. Normal tutoring can not be done the day of the match.

Firing one full match qualifies the competitor for the purchase of your own M1 Garand, carbine,
accessories from the Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP).

Rifle range will be closed to non-competitors durin g scheduled matches.

IDPA
Howard Hall, LASC IDPA Point of Contact

The LASC IDPA Club is growing. Members of the LASC Board of Directors met with Club members
after our April Saturday match for our first Annual Members Meeting. Members of the LASC Board of
Directors included Howard Hall, President, Frank Pytko, Vice President, and Jim Lujan, Pistol Section
Chair. The purpose of the Annual Meeting was to select the leadership for the new year and provide
an opportunity for LASC IDPA members to have a voice in the club. Here is the result.

The subject of IDPA club leadership was discussed. We agreed to adopt the IDPA recommendation to
have two IDPA points of contact (POCs), a secretary and an IDPA instructor position for new shooter
orientations. The two POCs will serve as the primary match directors for our regularly scheduled
matches. The POCs will serve for a period of two years. Ben Norman was selected and approved as
the new POC. His period of service is two years starting today. Howard Hall is our other POC. He has
served in this position for one year and will serve for one more year. Priscilla Hall was selected for the
IDPA Secretary and will be backed up by Mary Lou Holmes. We decided that the position of IDPA
Instructor will be shared by the current SOs as necessary to conduct the IDPA New Shooter
Orientations/Firearms Safety Program.

Effective April 1st, LASC will require new shooters to observe a match and then successfully complete
the IDPA New Shooter Orientation/Firearms Safety Program before participating as a shooter in a
match. Orientations can be done at different times but will follow a set format as defined by IDPA. More
details on the orientations will follow.

One suggestion that came out of this meeting was to lower the IDPA entry fee for LASC members.
Effective immediately, IDPA entry fees for current LASC members has been reduced from $8 to $5.
IDPA entry fees for non-LASC members will remain at $10.

Another suggestion was made to adopt an IDPA punch card that will allow members to pay in advance
for IDPA matches and then just present their punch card instead of cash. Everyone agreed. We now
have LASC IDPA punch cards for LASC members and non-members. These cards are good for five
matches. LASC member cards cost $25. Non-LASC member cards cost $50. Cards can be
purchased from Howard Hall or Ben Norman.

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There has been a great deal of interest expressed from women in the community for an IDPA Women's
Program. Everyone agreed to support this. Priscilla Hall, Deb Norman and Mary Lou Holmes
volunteered to begin working on this. They will get started by seeing who is interested and exploring
the various options

The addition of IDPA shotgun and rifle side matches was discussed. Action is currently underway to
make this a reality for those that are interested. These side matches will be in addition to our regular
matches. A proposal is currently being developed and upon completion will be submitted for approval
by the appropriate authority.

We have also implemented a no score option for IDPA shooters. This option provides the opportunity
for someone to go through a match but not be scored at their request. Shooters would follow all of the
same requirements as the other shooters but would not be included when match scores are posted via
the internet.
