President’s Report, February 2009
Greetings Members.

We held our Annual Members Meeting and Banquet on February 5". Once again, about 90 of us
enjoyed good food catered by Bob’s Bodacious BBQ. We reviewed the current activities at the Club
and discussed all of the renovation/improvements that we conducted this past year. Some of also
took advantage of the early membership renewal process at the banquet. We also conducted our
annual elections. Howard Hall will take over as President for the 2009-2010 membership year with
Frank Pytko elected to Vice President. The remaining cast of characters is unchanged. Mike Grimler
has volunteered to become our Training Coordinator as Howard moves into his new role. | would like
to thank all of those members who volunteered to help with the banquet.

The Northern New Mexico Chapter of the Friends of the NRA, of which largely consists of LASC folks,
will have another FNRA Banquet sometime in July. Remember that the FNRA is one of the top-rated
charities as nearly all of its income is dispersed through grants to qualifying applicants. Half of all
money raised in NM stays here. Many Clubs such as LASC benefit from these monies. In addition,
youth organizations statewide such as 4H and the various junior ROTC programs receive funds.
National organizations such a Hunt of a Lifetime and some disabled veterans programs also receive
funds. If you would like to volunteer, become a sponsor, or underwrite one or more of the banquet
prizes, contact Ken or Will.

For those of you who were thinking about buying a new gun, you may already be too late depending on
the model. Most manufacturers of semi-automatic rifles such as AR-15s have multi-year sales
backlogs. According to the National Shooting Sports Foundation (NSSF), firearm sales continue to
increase despite a weak economy and slumping retail sales, continuing an upswing that began after
November's election. Data from the FBI's National Instant Criminal Background Check System (NICS)
show background checks had a 24 percent rise in December and a 42 percent jump in November,
when a record 1,529,635 background checks were performed.

The legislative attack on your second amendment rights has already started as evidenced by bill HR 45
requiring firearms licensing for any handgun or any semiautomatic firearm that can accept any
detachable ammunition feeding device. If you are not a member of the NRA, | encourage you to quit
waiting and join. | would also encourage you to join our state association, the New Mexico Shooting
Sports Association (NMSSA). Currently, the NMSSA is offering a free limited membership for new
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folks - see http://www.nmssa.org under membership application. There is no reason not to participate,
especially at the state level.

A CALL TO ARMS

This country has elected the most anti-gun President in its history. President Obama’s choice for
Attorney General, Eric Holder, has an anti-gun record and could be worst than Janet Reno was for
gun owners. An early clue to President Obama’s gun policy was in the 63-question questionnaire that
the thousands of people wanting to work for President Obama had to fill out. Question 59 reads, “Do
you or any members of your immediate family own a gun? If so, provide complete ownership and
registration information. Has the registration ever lapsed? Please also describe how and by whom it
is used and whether it has been the cause of any personal injuries or property damage. Enough said.

Another very anti-gun Obama appointment is Rep. Rahm Emanuel of lllinois, to be Obama'’s chief of
staff, a job that essentially makes him more powerful than anyone else in the White House, except
the President himself. Sarah Brady sail it all when she wrote to her members “l was so excited when |
heard that Rahm Emanuel was going to be the Chief of Staff in the Obama White House. Jim and |
know Rahm from when we worked closely with him to pass the Brady Bill.”

There is some good news and some bad news. Since good news was very scarce in 2008 | will give
you the good news first. Rep. Heaton, (D-Carlsbad) introduce HR-105. If passed into law this bill will
allow those with concealed carry permits to eat and carry in a restaurant even though the restaurant
serves liquor by the drink. The restaurant must obtain at least 60% of its income from food sales. HR-
105 is one of the best bills that | have ever read. It is short, sweet and to the point. This is going to be
a very difficult bill to get passed considering the makeup of the new legislature. However, we will do
our best to support this bill.

The bad news is that in Washington on January 6th , the first day of the new congress, Rep. Blair
Holt (D-IL) (Obama’s home state) introduced HR-45 Licensing and Record Act of 2009. This bill
requires both guns and owners to be registered. All sales must go through a FFL and the FFL has to
send a report to the government for each sale. The gun owner must pass a test, be fingerprinted,
provide DL#, SSN, maintain a valid address at all time and submit to mental and physical health
records being put on file. The gun owner must certify that all guns are in safe storage and cannot be
accessed by any one under 18. | have only touched the highlights of the bill, as it is 26 pages, 4,600
words, long. This bill will really hurt us if it becomes law and we need to work to defeat it.

The gun scare continues with people lining up to buy guns that in many cases are unavailable. Like
the gun stores, gun shows have been packed with people looking for and buying guns. This gun
buying frenzy will not end until the Demaocrats get their new assault weapons ban and other anti-gun
bills passed into law. It will not be long.

One of the latest attacks by the anti-gunners is on ammunition. What they are pushing is a bill that
requires the manufacture to code all ammunition so that there will be a record of how much you buy
and what calibers. In addition, all ammunition not encoded must be destroyed by July 1, 2011. This
bill has been reportedly introduced in 18 states (Alabama, Arizona, California, Connecticut, Hawalii,
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lllinois, Indiana, Kentucky, Maryland, Mississippi, Missouri, New Jersey, New York, Pennsylvania,
Rhode Island, South Carolina, Tennessee, and Washington).

JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

"Statistical" arguments about weapons capability:
| recently got into an animated discussion about the Mini-14, and its suitability for serious purposes.

We see a lot of them in our Urban Rifle Courses, because they are relatively inexpensive, and, in all
fairness, run fine. We have had few difficulties with them, except for that fact that, when they get
hot from a heavy volume of shooting, they still run, but become difficult to handle, particularly owing
to the hot fore-end.

Military-grade rifles are differentiated from commercial-grade rifles in two, major categories:

(1) They have a military-specification manual safety that, when "on," renders the rifle mechanically
drop-safe, and
(2) when hot from heavy shooting, still run, and can continue to be used normally, despite the heat.

Most commercial/recreational rifles fail on both counts, as they are not designed for high-volume
fire, or for other rough, challenging, military employment.

For use in domestic law-enforcement, it is often argued that such military standards are irrelevant
and unnecessary, because, statistically, numbers of rounds fired by police, per incident, are far
reduced from what is normally associated with military, battle usage. And, opportunities to maintain
weapons between usages are normally plenteous.

However, following that same logic, one can persuasively argue that police should not be armed,
nor trained, at all!

The incontrovertible fact is, the vast majority of domestic police contacts involve no use of physical
force whatever. Of the tiny minority that do, only a minuscule fraction involve deadly force. Of the
incidents that do involve even brandishing of police guns, in only an even-more minuscule minority
are police guns actually fired. So, why do we spend time and money training police to fire guns at
all, when, statistically, on-duty shootings are so rare?

The answer is, "... for the same reason we have fire-drills" "Rare” doesn't’ translate to "never!"
All Operators, police or not, need to have wide-ranging capabilities, always on tap. We don't get to
know what challenges are in store for us, nor when, nor what ones, though currently unforeseen,

may suddenly rear their ugly heads!

For one, | want as much capability as | can get! Though a protracted gun-battle, involving me firing
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dozens of rounds at multiple VCAs, while rolling around in the mud, blood, and beer for a prolonged
time, in a cold, muddy ditch, in the rain, at night, is, at least statistically, unlikely, those statistics will
be of scant consolation when it actually happens, and | discover, to my unhappiness, that I'm neither
adequately equipped, nor prepared!

Yes, police (and all Operators) need robust, heavy-duty, military rifles, as well as thorough, rigorous,
regular training in their use, under all conditions! Anything less and we're dangerously unprepared,
even for “one-in-a-million" events that always seem to happen at the most unlikely times, and in the
most unexpected places!

Here is on statistic upon which you can depend: You only get to die once!

Prepare for the future. Don't try to predict it! That is: dress for the spill, not the ride!

Officer’s Reports:

President (Ken Laintz): Presided over the banquet, recognition of and presentation of certificates of
appreciation for businesses and individuals who sponsored merchandise items for Friends of the
NRA, election of new Board members, and meeting (covered here and below). With a new President
for 2009, Ken will focus more attention on the New Mexico Shooting Sports Association (NMSSA)
where Ken is Membership Secretary, and on Friends of the NRA. FNRA is a top-rated charity for
which nearly all of its income is dispersed in grants to qualifying applicants like LASC and youth
organizations.

Vice President (Howard Hall): On behalf of the Board and membership, President-Elect Howard Hall
presented certificates of appreciation to many persons who served the Club in various volunteer
leadership capacities.

Treasurer (Angie Chipera): As she has done in the past, Angie was instrumental in setting up the
banquet and insuring that things ran smoothly, which they did.

Recording Secretary (Dick Martin): No problems or issues.

Membership Secretary (Jung Hong): Jung reported that there were 506 members in LASC during
2008, 78 of whom are senior members. He will mail out 702 renewal forms during February to be
returned by March 1. This will allow new stickers and gate combinations to be mailed out prior to the
changes that will occur on April 1.

At Large (Pat Laux, Mell Smithour, and Will Schmitz): Mell reminded us that the property on which
the Club resides belongs to the DOE. The Department has decided for various reasons (County
recreation and cost of cleanup) to continue to allow LASC to use the space as a sportsmen’s club.
Los Alamos County is going along with this. Official documentation of our agreements (and land
transfer) may be completed by September 30, 2009. For Will's report on the Gun Show, please see
below.

Old and New Business:

LASC Banguet and Annual Meeting 2009: The event was held at the First Baptist Church at 2200
Diamond Drive on Thursday, February 5th, and lasted from 6 pm until about 8:30 pm. A good dinner
of BBQ roasted chicken and pork, potato salad, BBQ beans, BBQ sauce, other fixings, beverages,
and dessert was catered by Bob's BBQ.

As usual during Board meetings, Ken asked the Section Heads to give brief updates, which this night
included numerous pictures of facility improvements.

Certificate of Appreciation to President Ken Laintz: On behalf of the Board and the membership of
LASC, Howard Hall presented a certificate of appreciation to Ken for his dedication to the Club, his
outstanding leadership, many tireless hours served, myriad e-mails and phone calls, and especially
for presiding over more than $80,000 worth of capital improvements to the Club over the past year.

Election of Board Members: An election for 2009 Board members was held. The slate listed above
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was accepted by a unanimous vote of the membership. The new Board members will assume office
on April 1, 2009. Accordingly, a new member of the Board is Frank Pytko, who has become the Vice
President. Also, Mike Grimler has agreed to become the new Training Coordinator replacing Howard
Hall.

Gun Show 2009: Will Schmitz is the chairman. The show will take place on Saturday and Sunday,
September 19-20, 2009 at the Pueblo Complex gymnasium on Diamond Drive in Los Alamos. Dealer
tables are going fast but are still available. More information can be obtained at the LASC web site.

Will obtained two guns to raffle at the show, a high-capacity Springfield XD 9mm pistol, and a
Remington 11-87 semi-automatic 12-gage shotgun. Both guns were on display at the banquet. The
raffle tickets will cost $10 each or three (3) for $20.

Corporate Member Reports: Ken asked Capt Randy Foster of LAPD to remind the members about
how the PD uses the range. The PD uses both indoor and outdoor facilities for pistol, rifle, and
shotgun practice and qualifications several times a year. It has its own storage shed, supplies some
extra materials for Club use, and always cleans up after an event. There are plans to do more
tactical training including force-on-force events.

In addition, Ken asked Park Ranger Brian Dominy with the Department of Interior (and Bandelier
National Monument) to review the Departments use of LASC. The Rangers are using our facilities for
tactical and reactive shooter training. Brian recalled a recent incident in which some citizens with
CCW licenses helped him.

Navy Junior ROTC: Wes Shumaker reported on his trip to Camp Perry, Ohio shooting competitions
with four LAHS young men. Wes showed a lot of pictures of the young men taking classes and
competing. Two of the guys qualified for national-level competition. The group visited the Sierra
bullet factory in Sedalia, MO. It seems that they did well and had a great time. Wes said that the
program is receiving a grant for $2300 from the Friends of the NRA to purchase precision guns.

No Private Storage Policy: (Reminder) Items left open or out (nhot locked-up) can, and most likely will
get used by shooters. Please do not be surprised or disappointed by this Board policy.

“Tooth Fairy and Iceberg:” Marv Alme, with typical wit and humor had an interesting story to tell at
the Banquet. To Marv (and us) the “tooth fairy” represents all the volunteers who have helped this
past year, including some heroes. Two heroes are Bob Newell for work at the ranges, and Sarah
Maynard for her work on the Bulletin.

Our volunteers have had an enormous impact. Thank you. The “iceberg” represents (I think) the
results (tip of the berg) and the work behind the scenes (hidden part under the water). Marv
estimates that club member volunteers put in about 1500 hours, which at $10/hr represents $15,000
worth of effort. In addition, the 15 members of the Board (see the contact list at the web site) have
put in an estimated 2200 hours running the Club. The message seems to be that we should be proud
of all the effort to make this club what it is.

Section Reports:

Pistol (Toran Maynard): All the pistol bays are currently useable as is the indoor range. IDPA has
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been very active and offers opportunities twice a month. Feel free to contact Toran and view the web
site for more information.

Rifle (Mell Smithour): Here we have a great facility, Mell says, and the costs are low. With an open
invitation, he reminded all that on the second Saturday there is silhouette shooting with any 0.22-rifle
or pistol, scoped or not. Also, the Club has rifles for people to shoot. Feel free to contact Mell and
view the web site for more information.

Marv Alme commented that Garand matches take place on the second Sunday of each month and all
are invited. Here one can shoot a variety of high-power rifles including 1903 Springfield M1s. Marv
referred us to the very interesting Civilian Marksmanship Program (CMP) web site at
http://www.odcmp.org/0209/default.asp.
