Because of how 
the November elections turned out, the NRA’s primary mission will have to be defensive.  Things 
aren’t better at the state level either.  Even though Governor Richardson has been a strong 
proponent of 2nd Amendment issues, he is not too popular in the Roundhouse.  So again, the 
NMSSA will have to focus on defense measures rather than attempting to get anything proactive 
accomplished.  For example, legislation initially proposed in New Mexico’s version of the “Castle 
Doctrine” will need to be significantly scaled back.  It is now more important than ever to join or 
renew your memberships in both the NRA and NMSSA.  If you are already a member, get a friend to 
join. 
 
In an effort to promote the organization and increase membership, the NMSSA is now offering a one 
year free membership to any new members who fill out a membership application.  This free

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Cost of My “free” Dog

After quite a bit of looking and a series of non-hunting pound puppies, I can report I finally have a 
hunting dog.  I acquired a stray & starving lab on my last desert quail hunting trip. He appeared to 
have no hunting talent, as he completely ignored the quail. Since Steve’s new pointer was also 
ignoring them, we thought the quail probably had little smell. A thrown stick got a so-so retrieve 
response. This lead to a stick thrown into the stock pond we were hunting. The response this time 
was a launch off the bank like an ICBM fired from a submarine, a good swim and retrieve, followed by 
a “Let’s do that again even though I’m staving & exhausted” look & tag wagging. Apparently, mere 
quail were simply beneath a duck dog’s dignity. We then adjourned the quail hunt for one last pass at 
the swamp. The dog appears fully trained as he did a perfect blind retrieve on the next teal unlucky 
enough to fly by. I wondered why a beautiful 70 lb  (now 90 lb) lab was abandoned, so we posted 
alerts with pounds, asked the locals, etc. No one claimed him so he became “my” dog rather than 
another pound casualty (the pounds are overflowing with dogs due to the bad economy). A trained 
dog like this is normally $2-3,000, untrained pups are around $600 and take a year of work to train.

JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

N Necessary Precautions?  
 
A patrolman with a suburban SO in the Midwest was recently greeted at his front door one evening 
by a pistol-waving VCA who fired at the officer as soon as the door was opened!  Happily, the VCA 
was a poor shot and only wounded the officer in the arm.  The officer was startled, of course, but he 
was carrying his own pistol, quickly recovered, and returned fire without hesitation. The VCA was hit 
multiple times in the torso.   Unfortunately, he is currently hospitalized.  
 
When interviewed by detectives, the VCA indicated that he "...just wanted to shoot a cop," and that 
he knew one lived in this particular house! He did not know the officer personally, nor had the officer 
ever had any contact with him.  
 
I'm not sure how common these incidents are, but, police officers, and all Operators for that matter, 
need to take precautions:  
 
(1) Install an external intercom, so that you can talk with people coming to your home without 
unlocking, nor opening, the door.  Itinerant door-knockers don't need to see you, nor have personal 
contact with you, nor do they need to see inside your home.  Door-to-door solicitors, like 
telemarketers, need to be politely, but abruptly, dismissed.  Provide them with no information!  
 
(2) Keep window coverings down as much of the time as you can, particularly at night.  Make it 
difficult for someone snooping around your house to see inside.  
 
(3) Electronic security!  Don't keep putting it off, and don't buy a cheap system.  It is going to cost 
several thousand dollars for a competent, monitored system.  Once installed, use it!  It needs to be 
armed every night and every time you leave the house.  Make it personal policy!  
 
(4) Gun safe!  Guns not needed in a high state of readiness need to be securely locked up, all the 
time!  The same should be done with other high-density valuables.  
 
(5) Leave your gun on!  When returning home, don't automatically disarm yourself the moment you 
cross the threshold.  Those who go armed need to be armed at all times, except when in bed or 
taking a shower.  
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(6) Be hard to find!  Unlist your home phone.  Rent a private mail box and receive all mail and 
packages there, rather than at your home.  Remove your home address from all lists!  The vast 
majority of people you know, and with whom you do business, don't need to know where you live!  
 
(7) Keep your vehicles, particularly official vehicles, in the garage and keep the garage door closed.  
This prevents people from snooping around your car, copying down your vehicle license, et al.  
 
(8) Train relentlessly!  When the "Test" comes, you'll likely have only one opportunity, one fleeting 
moment, to save your own life.  Don’t hesitate, and don't blow it!  Act with incisiveness, speed, 
precision, and ruthlessness. You probably won't get a second chance!

Hello pistol shooters. 
 
As I talked about in the last Bulletin, IDPA has been shooting inside. The matches move a little slower 
than normal, because we have to re-set stages as we go along. But it works great and everybody has 
an opportunity to shoot. The nature of IPSC stages keeps them from shooting indoors, so they’re not 
coming out ‘til the snow melts in the pits. The cowboys are holding their match on the 24th this month, 
so plan accordingly. The road down to the pistol pits is snowpacked and slick, but lots of folks have 
been down there shooting. More than I had imagined, actually. If you’re not sure your vehicle can 
make it back out of there, walk down first and check the road. Most 2 wheel drives with GOOD tires 
should make it back up. 
 
Pistol maintenance tip of the month: Check the screws on your pistol. It doesn’t matter if it’s a revlover 
or semi-auto, all screws have the ability to vibrate loose. I’ve seen screws on a brand new pistol that 
were coming loose before the first shot had been fired. Make sure to use the appropriate screwdriver! 
Any old one you have, probably isn’t the right one. Nothing mars the look of a pistol than screw heads 
that have been chewed up by the wrong sized driver. Buy a set of gunsmithing screwdrivers, or have 
a pro do it. Like me! My business is called All Things Firearms and I started it to help club members 
with their firearm problems. I teach pistol classes from basic pistol to state ccw, including refreshers 
and renewals. I can also do most general gunsmithing work. Too many things to list here. I’ll be 
posting my website soon, so look for it. If you have a problem I can’t fix myself, I know who can.
