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LAHS NJROTC AIR RIFLE TEAM AT CHAMPIONSHIPS IN OHIO

February 28th through March 1st, Kyle Beery and Eric Mosher, both members of the NJROTC air rifle 
team traveled to Camp Perry Ohio to compete in the Navy JROTC National Air Rifle Championships. 
The competition was over two days with a total of 20 shots for record in each of three positions both 
days followed by a finals match of the top 8 competitors the second day. The match took place at the 
new air rifle facility belonging to the Civilian Marksmanship Program and the Ohio National Guard. 
The director of the CMP is Mr. Gary Anderson, who is an Olympic gold medalist. Camp Perry is also 
the site of the summer national championships drawing over 5000 competitors competing in several 
disciplines of shooting. 
 
Overall in the competition, Kyle Beery placed 31st and Eric Mosher placed 32nd. Considering that 
these were the top shooters of all the 640 Navy JROTC programs around the country this was an 
outstanding performance by these two individuals. 

 
The Los Alamos team members wish to congratulate the Manzano NJROTC team which finished 4th 
overall and secured an invitation to the National JROTC Championships to be held at the Army 
Marksmanship Unit located at Fort Benning Georgia the end of March. Also to Katie Fuller from 
Manzano, who took 5th individually after competing in the finals match.  The Los Alamos air rifle 
teams will have their next competition at Eldorado High School on March 14. This match will be a 
Junior Olympic Qualifier where individuals and teams will be selected to represent the State of New

JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

A student emerges victorious from a dangerous confr ontation 
 
"Back in 2000, you provided handgun training to a large class, including me.  I had been a target 
competitor for many years, but your class changed my paradigm to serious, tactical application, rather 
than casual recreation. Two things stuck with me most: (1) Spin your OODA [Observe, Orient, 
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Decide, Act] Loop quickly, and (2) when a fight is unavoidable, be stitching and moving!  
 
Thank you! That philosophical shift saved my life this last February!  
 
Late on a weekday afternoon last month, two home-invasion suspects kicked in the front door of my 
home, as I sat watching television.  I was alone in the house at the time.  There was no warning, nor 
did I have any reason to suspect such a thing would happen to me that day, or any day.  I remember 
being astonished as I saw the bottom of a foot still raised as my door lurched open, amid a shower of 
splinters!  
 
The door-kicker, and an accomplice, burst in, and, seeing me, rushed toward me. I was wearing my 
G38 (45GAP) in a Comp-Tac holster.  It was loaded with WW 230gr Ranger ammunition. I sprung to 
my feet and drew my pistol simultaneously.  At a distance of less than eight feet, I found my front 
sight and began firing at the closest suspect, while I was still in motion.  
 
As it turns out, I fired seven shots.  All seven struck the first suspect (the door-kicker).  His 
accomplice was behind him and immediately fled, unharmed as far as I know.  In fact, he fled in such 
haste that he abandoned his getaway car, leaving the engine running!  Police subsequently found 
much stolen property in the car.  
 
The suspect I shot stumbled backward and fell in the doorway, never moving after he went down. I 
scanned, reloaded, took cover behind a corner, and checked myself over. When police arrived, they 
found the suspect I had shot, DRT.  The second suspect has not been arrested as far as I know.  I 
was unhurt.  
 
Of the seven hits on the first suspect, one in the neck and one in the chest proved fatal.  I was told 
that either of those two shots would probably have been fatal by itself.  Being cold at the time, both 
suspects were wearing heavy clothing, and multiple layers of clothing frustrated expansion, and 
penetration, of the other five.  They may have been effective, but I'll never know.  
 
Here is what others among your students can learn from my experience:  
 
(1) When at home, stay armed!  If my gun had been locked in a safe or even in a drawer and 
unloaded, I never could have reacted effectively in time. Be armed all the time, no matter where you 
are!  
 
(2) Multiple shots from your pistol will probably be necessary to stop any fight decisively, no matter 
what caliber or brand of ammunition you’re using. As a category, pistols are poor fight-stoppers.  
Accordingly, pistols that hold lots of ammunition, and that can be reloaded quickly, represent a real 
advantage!  
 
(3) Be prepared to react instantly!  Sometimes, there are warning signs. Sometimes, there are none!  
In order to live through your next lethal encounter, you'll have to be able to spin your OODA Loop 
fast.  
 
(4) Finish the fight!  Don't relax too soon.  Scan, reload, get distance, get cover.  Be prepared for 
anything!  
 
(5) Whatever you do, it won't be perfect!  Don't worry about being perfect.  Just act decisively, without 
hesitation.  Do what has to be done, with grace and enthusiasm.  Don't look back, and don't worry 
about what might have been!"  
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Comment: I'll add,  
 
Use ammunition that penetrates adequately!  Your bullets may have to plow through many layers of 
clothing before ever reaching flesh, as was the case here.  There are many fine, high-performance 
rounds available, but Cor-Bon DPX tops the list, because it penetrates and expands, without fail!  It's 
what I carry.  My student is a real hero.  He dared, and he won.  Victory!

The annual Los Alamos Gun Show is scheduled for September 19th and 20th 2009. Usually during the 
show we raffle off several guns as a fundraiser for the club.  This year we are raffling a Springfield 
Armory XDM pistol in 9mm. This is a high capacity 20 rounds semi auto pistol that comes with two 
magazines, three interchangeable grip housings, holster, magazine holder, clip loader, two tone black 
and olive green finish, gun lock and hard case.  The XDM has a match grade barrel and other match 
features making it a very accurate pistol.  The retail value of the gun is $750 at the time of this writing.  
You can no longer find this gun on the wholesale level as inventories have sold out. Tickets are one 
for $10 or 3 for $20.  There are only 350 tickets being sold. 

 
The second raffle is for a Remington 1187, 12 gauge semi-auto shotgun.  This is the Sportsmen’s 
model that features a special durable finish, synthetic stocks, 28 inch barrel and Rem choke tubes.

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PISTOL SECTION

Hello pistol shooters. 
 
Well it’s about that time again. Spring clean-up at LASC is right around the corner. It’s the last Sat. in 
April, the 25th. The amount of work we’ve done in the pistol pits for the last couple years really shows, 
the to-do list is fairly short. I’m sure it will grow by April 25th. If you’re coming to help out, don’t forget 
to bring gloves! There will be more info about clean-up day in the April Bulletin, so if there’s any 
issues you’d like to see addressed in the Pistol Section, let me know. 
 
This month’s pistol tip is about a specific malfunction that can happen in semi-auto’s. It’s called a 
double feed, or “brass low.”  While firing, the symptom is a dead trigger. Quickly look into the open 
ejection port and you will see a lot of brass down low in the chamber/receiver area. WITH YOUR 
FINGER OFF THE TRIGGER, and the muzzle pointed downrange, lock the slide open. Then strip the 
magazine out. If you have extra mags on you, drop it. If it’s the only mag you have, capture it between 
your firing side pinky and ring finger [it takes practice]. Then rack the slide 3 times, that should clear 
it. Insert a fresh mag, or the one in your hand and rack the slide again to load. That’s it! I see too 
many people trying to diagnose the problem and figuring out what to do. With a little practice, you 
should be able to do the whole process in about 6 or 7 seconds. In a game like IDPA, it’s a skill that’ll 
help keep you in the game. In defensive shooting, it might save your life. Practice!

IDPA Safety Officer Training 
 
We completed our first regional IDPA Safety Officer Training Course on February 22, 2009 at Del 
Norte Gun Club. Nine new IDPA Safety Officers successfully completed the 9 hour course. Three of 
these 9 new SO are from our LASC IDPA group.  Here is a note from Gerald Weesner, Del Norte 
Gun Club IDPA POC: 
 
“We now have a total of six IDPA SO's in the group.  Our founder, Roger Kruse, had been the lone 
safety officer for some time but thanks to the dedication of Howard Hall, we now have myself, Del 
Charley, Ed Schultz, Roger Norton and John Sobieski certified as IDPA Safety Officers.  I would 
really like to thank all of these folks for stepping up and getting this certification, they are a real asset 
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to our group.  I would also like to thank Howard Hall for the excellent training he held for our SO's, it 
was an all day event, very detailed and thorough.  You can trust that our SO's are properly 
trained, we really appreciate it Howard, thanks!” 
 
We completed the first LASC IDPA Safety Officer Certification course on March 7, 2009. Seven LASC 
SO candidates successfully completed this course by passing a 50 question written test, several live 
fire range exercises and a range safety exercise using an inert training gun to practice how to deal 
with shooters exhibiting safety errors such as: 
 
1. Muzzle violations 
2. Finger violations 
3. Swinging the gun arm behind the line 
4. Turning up range with a "loaded" gun 
5. Sweeping themselves for the SO 
6. Dropping an empty and "loaded" gun. 
 
I would like to thank Robert Ray, IDPA Membership & Marketing Manager for his assistance with this 
course and to our Mike Web, our IDPA Area Coordinator for his support and guidance.  Finally, I 
would like to thank the LASC members who volunteered to take this training.  IDPA suggests that this 
course is not for everyone and that some people just don't have what it takes to be an effective SO.  
My job as the instructor is to gauge whether or not candidates can safely fulfill the requirements to 
become an IDPA SO.  In this case, I congratulate all seven candidates for meeting the challenge and 
stepping up to the plate.  Good job!

We are going to hold our first LASC IDPA Annual Meeting immediately after our regularly scheduled 
monthly match on Saturday, April 4, 2009. LASC IDPA is growing rapidly. We have over 80 members 
registered on this mailing list and have over 25 new shooters who have signed up for an IDPA 
Orientation Class.

We just finished up an NRA Shotgun Instructor 
Certification Course on Wednesday March 11th, an NRA Personal Protection in the Home Instructor 
Certification Course on March 14th and an NRA Personal Protection Outside the Home Instructor 
Certification Course on March 15th.  We also have a Ladies Only First Steps Pistol Class coming up 
on March 22nd.  In the near future we will be able to offer basic NRA Shotgun training to interested 
members.
