Friends of the NRA

Appleseed Project

The Theodore Roosevelt Conservation Partnership along with the New Mexico Department of Game and 
Fish are working on a "Sportsmen User Values Mapping Project," in which the are asking local sportsmen 
groups throughout New Mexico to identify areas which they consider to be the most important when it 
comes to hunting and fishing opportunities throughout the state.  They are having sportsmen identify 
these areas on maps which will then be put into a GIS database for the NMDGF and ultimately into a final 
report which will look at and evaluate sporting opportunities throughout New Mexico.  Ideally, by having 
these areas identified, NMDGF and other agencies will have a better understanding of the areas which 
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sportsmen rely upon for their activities and where they need to better focus management as well make 
informed decisions on how to better enhance opportunities and management to maintain hunting and 
fishing throughout the state.

A FEW WORDS FROM THE LASC VICE PRESIDENT

April 2008 brought some changes in the LASC Board. Ted Rockenhaus, longtime Vice President, stepped 
down from office. We all appreciate the outstanding job that Ted did while serving as Vice President. 
Thanks Ted! Ted managed the LASC Calendar balancing the requests for range use from Club members 
and outside entities with previously scheduled events. 

I decided to run for Vice President to increase my level of involvement in LASC and was elected in the 
Annual Meeting. I appreciate the guidance I received from Ken, Marv and Ted in the responsibilities of the 
LASC Vice President. What I learned was that the LASC Vice President had two primary duties: serve as 
the LASC President in his absence and manage the LASC Calendar by scheduling our ranges. Ted 
showed me exactly how the range scheduling process went for the calendar and I started maintaining the 
process in March. I learned that the process was for range use requests to come into the Vice President. 
The Vice President would then check to see if the requested dates were available and if so, schedule the 
event and then contact the requestor. This seemed like a pretty easy process and I have found it to be so. 
The software is easy to use and almost immediately I found that requests came in. I learned that the 
service I provide to LASC members is to process their requests as soon as possible and lock in the date.  

Ken Laintz and I talked recently and thought that some clarification was needed to remind everyone and 
their roles and responsibilities regarding scheduling ranges for the different types of activities that come 
up.  We have regularly scheduled events, training events, non-training events and requests for use by 
other agencies or corporate members.  Ken stated the process pretty clearly by saying the following: 

The LASC Vice President schedules the ranges and notifies the Pistol, Rifle and Shotgun Chairs of 
planned range usage. The Training Officer receives requests for training by others, coordinates as 
appropriate, schedules them with the Vice President and notifies the LASC Board of upcoming training 
events. The Pistol, Rifle and Shotgun Chairs support the disciplines in their section and take care of range 
maintenance and operations issues.  The Section Chairs need to be notified of scheduled events.  The 
Section Chairs forward requests for range use to the Vice President or requests for training to the Training 
Officer.   

We have had an increase in range use requests. The Los Alamos Police Department provided me with an 
annual training plan for their training and qualification dates. Recently New Mexico Game and Fish Law 
Enforcement have joined LASC and will be also using our facilities for training and qualifications. The U.S. 
Park Service Law Enforcement Rangers have also started using our facilities as well. In addition to these 
new members LASC has seen an increase in training activities. There are several occasions of multiple 
activities being conducted at the same time. These multiple activities can cause challenges which include 
parking and scheduling. Please be consideration of other activities. One area of increased demand is in 
scheduling the various pistol ranges. I have edited the LASC Calendar to include specifically what ranges 
are being used for each activity. For example the month IDPA and IPSC matches are always scheduled for 
three pistol pit ranges: Bulls eye Range, ISPC Range and the Practical Pistol Range. Cowboy Shooting 
always has the ISPC Range and the Practical Pistol Range. LASC member may use the plate range when 
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these regularly scheduled activities are in session but regularly scheduled events have priority. Requests 
for range use will be based on first come first serve basis. Requests can be e-mailed to me at 
hhall@itascuba.com.  

Another current reality is that we are upgrading many of our existing facilities. During this period of 
upgrades construction activities may cause some facilities to be closed for safety purposes. All of these 
activities require careful communication and coordination to make it all work. I would like to thank Captain 
Randy Foster, Ed Bush, Stephen McKelvey, Michael Grimler, Frank Pytko and Mell Smithour for making 
this an effective process. The ranges are looking great! 

The last topic I would like to discuss is that LASC and the Los Alamos Chapter of the American Society for 
Industrial Security (ASIS) will be co-sponsoring a Benefit Pistol Competition on July 26, 2008. This 
competition is designed as a fund raiser for the ASIS Scholarship Fund and to support LASC community 
service activities. This competition will use IDPA rules and will have three different pistol stages as well as 
some firearms safety and defensive pistol seminars. The IDPA classification system will be used for the 
competition categories. We are working closely with the ASIS Executive Board to plan this event. We are 
looking for LASC volunteers who would like to help. I will be the Match Director. We need three Range 
Safety Officers, three designated target scorers and some volunteers that will tape targets. We are 
expected 60 + shooters. The top three competitors in each classification will be provided awards. This 
should be a great activity that will benefit ASIS, LASC and the Los Alamos community. More information to 
follow.

MEMBER’S OPINION SENT TO LOS ANGELES TIMES

This is an e-mail that I sent to Timothy Rutten, an opinion writer for the Los Angeles Times, after he wrote an 
editorial on February 16, 2008, complaining about the "ubiquity of guns" in America.  
 
Dear Mr. Rutten, 
 
I sympathize with your frustration and outrage at all the killings across this country, and the futility of 
saying that our prayers are with the families of the bereaved. Every time I read or hear of another  
such incident, my heart sinks, and I grieve that there was no one at the scene at that critical moment who 
was prepared and able to end it quickly. 
 
You wrote of the "ubiquity of guns in America", and in terms of total numbers, there is more than one per 
adult, nationwide. However, virtually all of them are left at home, locked up where they are not available 
when the need may arise. Indeed, there is such a stigma attached to the carrying of a firearm in public, 
by anyone except law-enforcement officers, that virtually all law-abiding people refrain from doing so. The 
key phrase here, of course, is "law-abiding". Even where concealed carry laws permit law-abiding citizens 
to obtain a permit and go armed, only a small fraction will obtain a permit, and only a fraction of those 
with permits will go armed every day. 
 
Guns do not make criminals, except in those cases where possession itself is a criminal offense. People 
who are law-abiding citizens tend to remain law-abiding citizens, even when armed, perhaps even 
especially when armed. Criminals, however, care nothing for laws restricting the possession or use of a 
firearm, and indeed, interviews with convicted criminals clearly show that they count on their victims 
being unarmed, and they tend to avoid areas where there is a higher likelihood of meeting an armed 
citizen. 
 
You mock the idea of allowing students [adults] to obtain concealed carry permits and go armed on 
campus. You wrote, quote, "Presumably, they will only fire in self defense," as though that were an 
obviously ridiculous assumption. I am perfectly comfortable with that presumption. Having carried a 
firearm, I can tell you that it is not a decision taken lightly, and when carrying, I tend to be much more 
alert and careful. 
 
Let me pose a question in turn that each of us needs to answer: Who is ultimately responsible for my 
personal safety? 
Most of us, by default, delegate this responsibility to the police, but in every one of the shootings you 
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referred to, except for Officer Simmons, the victims are dead because they delegated the responsibility 
for their safety to someone else, and were not prepared to defend themselves [and others] when 
attacked. Of course, you may say that they shouldn't NEED to defend themselves when at school or 
church or the grocery store, and I wholeheartedly agree. But there are a lot of things about the world that 
are not as they ought to be. Are we going to demand that people behave as if they lived in an ideal world, 
or shall we support them in their decisions to deal rationally with the world as it is? 
 
I do not know whether you are personally acquainted with anyone [not law enforcement] who holds a 
concealed carry permit or not, but I know several such people. It is interesting to ask them why they went 
through the process to get one, and the answers may not be what you would expect. The answers vary, 
of course, but a common thread that runs through them is the determination to not be a helpless victim of 
crime. Nearly all of them speak of a sense of responsibility, that they have a personal obligation to be 
prepared, to defend themselves and others, should the unthinkable happen. They do not look for trouble, 
and indeed, most of them consciously strive to avoid trouble and places where it might be found. Yet, if it 
happens, they are determined to be prepared. 
 
There have been a couple of shootings in the last year or so that were abbreviated because an armed 
citizen was on the scene. Last December a man showed up at a church in Colorado armed with several 
weapons, and was killed by an armed member of the church who volunteered as a security guard. She 
was there because there had been a shooting at another church a few hours earlier [same shooter, it 
turned out] and she and others volunteered to be there, just in case. A year earlier, the Cottonwood Mall 
shooting in Salt Lake City ended when an off-duty policeman killed the shooter. What was not widely 
publicized was that the policeman was a city policeman from a town thirty miles or so away, and was not 
authorized to carry a concealed weapon outside that municipality. However, I am sure that there are 
many people who are glad that he bent the rules. 
 
I live in New Mexico where a concealed carry law was passed several years ago. Opponents predicted 
that blood would run in the streets; that thousands of people would die as a result. To date, I am aware of 
only one death at the hands of a licensed gun carrier. It was at a Walmart in Albuquerque, where a man 
climbed over the counter in the meat department and attacked his ex-wife with a knife. The concealed 
carry permittee was at the scene, and drew his gun and ordered the man to stop. The attacker ignored 
him, and continued to attack his ex-wife, stabbing her several times, so the man shot, killing him. The 
woman survived. 
 
So let me challenge you. Before you simply dismiss the notion of allowing college students – adults who 
have completed the training and passed the necessary background checks – to carry a concealed 
weapon on campus, learn more about what is really involved, and the type of people who make up the 
vast majority of the license holders. I would even urge you to actually go through the process and get a 
permit for yourself, and then carry for a few weeks. At the very least, you should get some good articles 
out of the experience [if the paper will print them]. 
 
Yes, it is certainly possible that an occasional bad apple will make it through the licensing process, but on 
the other hand, the bad apples don't usually apply for a permit. They just show up with their guns and 
start shooting. When that happens, having one or more armed, responsible citizens on the scene can 
make a world of difference in the outcome.

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JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

Little Guns  
 
There is no doubt that big pistols run better, more reliably, and longer than do little ones!  As 
manufacturers try to make pistols smaller in order to appeal to the burgeoning CCW market, the 
less reliable and durable they become.  
 
It is not necessarily a bad thing.  Small pistols fulfill a legitimate role, but owners must keep their 
expectations reasonable!  
 
I have a copy of Rohrbough's R9 pistol.  It is ingeniously designed and beautifully made.  Small, 
thin, and compact, it makes an attractive back-up pistol or even a main-carry pistol for those of 
small stature.  It is reliable for a pistol that size, but surely not as reliable as, for example, a G17, 
and no where near as durable.  It is what it is!  
 
I suspect its useful life is well under 10,000 rounds, probably under 5,000 rounds.  It is, frankly, 
unpleasant to shoot, and I'm confident that, during the remainder of my lifetime, I'll fire far fewer 
than 500 rounds through it!  Still, I recommend it for the role for which it was intended.  I know few 
people who shoot enough to "wear-out" any pistol, fewer still who would want to shoot the R9 that 
much!  
 
Same comments apply to Kel-Tec's 380 and Ruger's new LCP.  I have a copy of the former, and I 
carry it as a back-up without reservation.  It runs fine with Cor-Bon/DPX ammunition, and, while it is 
also unpleasant to shoot and has a limited lifetime of useful service, I still recommend it for the role 
it was designed to fulfill.  
 
Kahr has just introduced their new PM45.  I frankly don't know how they are able to make a 45ACP 
pistol that small!  My copy runs and runs!  
 
Beretta is just now introducing their new PX4/Compact, in 9mm and 40S&W. First deliveries are 
scheduled for June.  I've only seen photos, but, again, I don't know how they are able to make 
pistols that small.  I'll have a copy to evaluate before long.  
 
We don't carry pistols because they're effective.  We carry pistols because they're convenient, and 
manufacturers are doing their best to provide consumers with what we think we want, and we think 
we want small, short, flat, light, yet powerful, pistols that we can conveniently carry concealed.  
 
The point of all this is: Don't expect your "little gun" to run as well, nor as long, as big guns in the 
same caliber.  
 
Expectations need to be reasonable.  Remember this, and resign yourself to the fact that all that 
convenience comes at a price!

It is an inconvenience to have the 
pistol and shotgun range torn up but after a good 45 year run it was time for a face lift it will be 
worth it.  
 
Something to keep in mind, the local chapter of the National Wild Turkey Federation will hold a 
Hunting Heritage Super Fund-raising banquet. The NWTF banquets are where you can buy 
exclusive merchandise and have a great time with friends. All the while, you will be raising vital 
funds for wild turkey conservation and important programs that introduce the outdoors to women, 
children and the disabled.

The new shooting season is getting under way. The LASC schedule for 2007 will be; the first 
National Highpower Match is May 20, and then the first Sunday through November and the .22 
silhouette match will be the second Saturday of each month. Most equipment rifle, mats, gloves, 
scope, and unfortunately only 30-06 ammo needed for the match is available. Tutoring needs to be 
done in advance, as it is not possible the day of the match. 
 
Things to remember: 

-Do not shoot the target frames or target frame holders. 
-Do not shoot objects on the ground.  
-Do not shoot shotguns at the target frames except slugs. 
-Use the pistol pits for pistol shooting at 50 yards or less. 
-Do not use the silhouette ties for anything other than a silhouette stand. 
-No armor piercing, incendiary, or tracer rounds. 
-Shoot gongs with only lead core and no shooting of gongs with anything out of a .50 BMG. 
-Pick up after yourself, kept the range clean. 
-Do not shoot at items set on the ground. The ground is dry and hard and the bullet will skip 
and who knows where it will land. 
-Read the posted range rules sometime. 

 
SHOTGUN ACTIVITIES 

DECEMBER 2007, SKEET, TRAP, 5-STAND & REPORT

Work is well underway on the skeet/new trap/5-stand upgrade and the range will be closed until 
completion.  The skeet range has been graded, mat covering the range to deter gophers and weeds 
and drains installed.  Two 20 foot containers were delivered Monday and set in place Tuesday 
6/3/08. 
   
WE DON'T HAVE A SERIOUS PROBLEM!  I made an error in the bird count last month.  I'm getting 
old.  Does anyone want this job?  The average income for the year to date is $13.57 per case. 
 
May income for the Skeet Section was $78, Trap Section $941 and Sporting Clays $20. We used 
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69.4 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of May we had 389 cases of standard 
targets remaining.  Income for May was $14.97 per case. Don't forget to sign in and pay.  Profit for 
the Club to date is $1984.35.  We will be placing an order for targets shortly.  With the increased 
fuel costs we expect to pay around $14,000 for a load of targets.  All income from the above 
activities is turned in to the Club Treasurer. 
 
Reminder of the month: Flatten the cardboard boxes and put them in the dumpster across the 
road.  Pick up your shells and dump the trash before the cans get full. 
 
The cost is $3 per round for Skeet, Trap and 5-Stand, $4 per round for Bunker Trap.  Guests 
accompanied by current LASC badge holders pay $1 over the regular fee.

Refuse To Be A Victim® was developed by the 
women of the National Rifle Association in 1993, in 
response to women nationwide who requested 
information on crime prevention and personal 
safety. In the beginning, the program was 
presented only to women, by women who had 
been certified by the NRA as instructors. 
 

 
In 1997 the NRA Board of Directors voted to make the program co-ed. 
 
Refuse To Be A Victim® is a three to four hour crime prevention seminar, designed by the NRA, to 
provide common-sense information geared toward awareness and avoidance of criminal attack. 
Certified instructors help seminar participants better understand criminal thinking and provide tips 
on maximizing home, automobile, telephone, technological, and personal security. 
 
Participants learn unbiased information about the psychology of criminal predators; situational 
awareness and mental preparedness; home security and burglary prevention; carjacking 
prevention strategies; self-defense training options; and the use of devices such as pepper spray, 
batons and stun guns.   
 
This safety awareness message has been presented in all 50 states and the District of Columbia. 
Additionally, thousands of people have attended seminars and this is what they have to say about 
the program: 
 
“Everyone should consider the possibility of, and be prepared to defend themselves from a 
criminal attack. However, if they have not adopted the proven personal safety routines 
recommended by Refuse To Be A Victim®, then they may have surrendered their option of 
refusing to be a victim of crime.” Patrick Harris, Executive Director of the Virginia Crime Prevention 
Association.

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Training Class Forms Update:
