SKEET, TRAP, 5-STAND & REPORT
AUGUST 2007

The weather has been great and there has been increased activity on the shotgun ranges.

The grading and gravel has been completed around the bunker trap and the trap range concrete
and gravel is finished. Hopefully the skeet range can be completed before winter weather strikes.
It is important that we defer our shooting activities when necessary to allow the contractors
unlimited access.

August income for the Skeet Section was $327, Trap Section $517 and Sporting Clays $131. We
used 104 cases of standard biodegradable targets. At the end of August we had 998 cases of
standard targets remaining. Income for August was $9.41 per case. Profit for the Club to date is
$1942.29.

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A CALL TO ARMS

The Civilian Marksmanship Program received the return of M1 carbines from Italy. They sold the
Inland Manufactured guns first and started taking orders on 30 April.

CMP will start accepting orders for
Underwood carbines on 4 September at a cost of $565.00 and Winchester carbines in January
2008 at a cost of $675.00. | suggest that if you want one of these carbines, you get your order in
early.

Not only had we had to fight the anti-gun Representatives and Senators in Washington, the
BATF&E, the FBI, but also now OSHA has gotten into the anti-gun act. Their proposed new rules
define “explosives” to include “black powder, small arms ammunition, small arms ammunition
primers and smokeless propellant.” No person could carry “firearms, ammunition or similar
articles in facilities containing explosives, except as required for work duties. This rule would
make it impossible to operate any kind of gun store, firing range or gunsmith shop. Employers
would have to evacuate all employees when an electrical storm approaches a “facility containing
explosives.” This requirement would apple to all “facilities” from a small country store that stocks
a few boxes of hunting ammunition to the largest mass-merchandise outlet such as Wal-Matrt.
Customers would not be allowed within 50 feet of any ammunition (displayed or otherwise stored)
without first being searched for matches or lighters. Vehicles could not be “refueled within 50 feet
of a facility containing explosives.” Many gas stations and convenience stores in rural areas stock
small quantities of ammunition. Gas pumps outside don’t pose any danger to ammunition in the
store. The transportation provisions in the proposed rule would create similar problems. For
example, the rule would require shippers to notify “local fire and police departments” before
transferring “explosives” between vehicles, and even to notify these agencies about vehicle
breakdowns or collisions. Fender-bender while delivering shotgun shell to a gun store hardly
justifies this level of government involvement. Manny carriers would probably refuse to ship
ammunition under these rules. The good news is that due to the huge public outrage over OSHA's
proposed new rules, OSHA has agreed to “revise” their new “explosive” rule. We are waiting to
hear what they come up with.

On our effort to stop the city of Albuquerque from destroying confiscated guns, Charlie Weisleder
and | meet with Sheriff Darren White and Chief of Police Ray Schultz. Darren had set this
meeting up and it was a very cordial affair. The bottom line is that it is up to the mayor to change
this policy so Darren is trying to set up a meeting for us with the mayor. Since then David Bern
did some research and found New Mexico law 29-1-14 which states “Any personal property
having a fair market value greater than fifty dollars ($50.00) that has been unclaimed by the true
owner, is no longer necessary for use in obtaining a conviction, is not needed for any other public
purpose and has been in the possession of a state, county or municipal law enforcement agency
for more than ninety days shall be sold at public sale. Firearms shall be sold only to licensed
dealers or licensed collectors as defined in the federal Gun Control Act of 1968.” At lunch with
Barry Bitzer, the Mayor's CEQ, Barry told me that because of his pro gun attitude, he has been
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removed form the picture. He also told me that the city’s lawyers interpret the law to mean that
the city can still destroy the guns. Barry suggested that | e-mail Dr. Bruce Perlman and gave me
his e-mail address.

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JOHN FARNAM’S QUIPS

Tap/Rack/Resume
Do we need to add another step to our Tap-Rack-Resume procedure?

At one time, | advocated, as part of our autoloading pistol stoppage-reduction procedure, that
one should, as a first step, first release the trigger all the way and then press it again. Only
when that failed to get the pistol running did one need to continue with the T/R/R.

However, we began eliminating that first step when most of our students started showing up
with striker-fired pistols, like Glocks.

Striker-fired pistols lack a traditional, arching hammer. The ignition system is littler more than
a spring-loaded firing pin. There are many advantages, but there is one disadvantage: striker-
fired pistols cannot be made with a double-strike capability. That is, when the striker falls on a
dud round, releasing the trigger and pressing it again accomplishes nothing! The entire slide
must reciprocate normally in order for the trigger to reactivate, a procedure that will, of course,
remove the bad round and replace it with a fresh one.

By contrast, trigger-cocking, hammer-fired pistols, which feature an arching hammer and
separate firing pin, can be designed so that, when the hammer falls on a dud, releasing the
trigger and pressing it again will re-cock the hammer and cause it to fall a second time on the
same round, without the slide having to reciprocate, or move at all. Most trigger-cocking,
hammer-fired pistols, like SIGs, feature a double-strike capability. Some don't.

The dud round is often not "dead," but just recalcitrant, and a second strike will cause many to
fire normally. Accordingly, some argue that a "double-strike" capability is a desirable, even
critical, feature on a serious pistol.

In any event, we reasoned that pressing the trigger a second time should be part of the
stoppage reduction procedure, only with hammer-fired pistols, and, of those, only the ones that
have the double-strike feature.

However, it isn't just "duds" that cause pistols not to fire when the trigger is pressed. There
are two other conditions that give rise to the same result: (1) The slide is out of battery far
enough to activate the disconnector, and (2) the shooter short-stroked the trigger, failing to let
it go forward far enough to "catch the link" (engage the reset). Both these conditions occur
with striker-fired and hammer-fired autoloading pistols, and releasing the trigger and pressing
it a second time will surely remedy the second and may well remedy the first also.

So, should we reinstate a second trigger press as the first step in our stoppage-reduction
procedure, with all autoloading pistols?

| say yes! It is a quick step, consuming only a small fraction of a second, and many of our
students are unconsciously doing it already! I've found it easy to teach, and students pick it
up quickly and naturally. However, a single, second drop will suffice. When that is not
efficacious, the student must go on to the T/R/R, rather than pressing the trigger again and
again.
